THE SEWER BOARD MEETING OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD VIA ZOOM ON THURSDAY, APRIL 23, 2020 AT 9:15 A.M.  

PRESENT: Ed Wilkinson, member and Nathan Grimes, member and Mayor Gahan, President.
ALSO PRESENT:  April Dickey, Linda Moeller, Rob Sartell, Shane Gibson, Wes Christmas, Larry Summers and Vicki Glotzbach
CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.

CALL TO ORDER:
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Grimes moved to approve the February 27, 2020 Regular Meeting Minutes as amended, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the March 12, 2020 Regular Meeting Minutes, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.
BIDS/CONTRACTS:

1.   Rob Sartell re: Wet Weather Secondary Clarifier – Change Order No. 2 (Deduction)

Mayor Gahan asked Mr. Sartell for a quick update on everyone in his department and if they are doing okay.

Mr. Sartell stated that they are all doing well but he had one gentleman that had to self-quarantine and that all went well and he is out of it now.  He said that they have plenty of PPE and they are doing business as usual.  He then stated that he has a Change Order No. 2 for the Wet Weather Secondary Clarifier Project and it appears to be a deduct of $26,373.09 for materials.  He asked Mr. John Query with HWC Engineering to give some explanation on it.
Mr. Query stated that the contractor is nearly complete and they have some final pavement repair and final restoration but they are over 95% complete with the project.  He said that the final change order includes two field orders that were issued during construction.  He explained that Field Order #1 was for some scum baffles repairs on clarifier 2 and that was an additional cost of $7,760.41 and Field Order #2 was for some additional pipe repair in clarifier 2 for the return sludge pipe and the influent pipe and was an additional cost of $3,453.00.  He said that when you add in the final quantities on the change order, there was an underrun for miscellaneous concrete repair and it was a savings of $37,586.50.  He stated that when you add all of those up for the net of the change order, it is $26,373.09 decrease. He then asked for the board’s consideration on the deduct of the change order.
Mr. Wilkinson move to approve the change order for a deduction of $26,373.09 as presented, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.
NEW BUSINESS:

1.   Rob Sartell re: Sewer credits for Monon Crossing, LP

Mr. Sartell stated that this is a good sized project on the old Stemwood property and they are requesting credits in the sum of 67,800 which will require Mr. Christmas to do a capacity certification study and submit to the EPA.

Mr. Grimes stated that he thought we were out of credits.

Mr. Summers stated that he is under the impression from the EPA that we have received the credits that we requested so we do have the credits available to allocate to this project.

Mr. Sartell stated that is correct.

Mr. Grimes asked how many we received.

Mr. Sartell stated almost 400,000 and currently we are at 387,000 so we are good for a couple of years if not longer.

Mr. Grimes stated that he did not know that and thanked them for telling him.

Mr. Christmas stated that they typically wait for the developer to pay the fee to the sewer billing office but since they are closed, should they proceed without that.
Mr. Sartell stated that he set up meetings with these folks for payment so he will let Mr. Christmas know when that payment comes in.  He said it should be fairly quick.

Mr. Christmas said to just let him know when they get it and they will move forward.

Mayor Gahan stated that he just wanted everyone to keep in mind that a lot of these people are struggling financially right now both businesses and residences.  He said that he guesses they will just have to wait to see the impact it has on our utility but it looks like this thing is going to be pretty deep and we just need to make sure we are paying attention to that.  He said that we also need to make sure we are doing everything we can to be supportive to everyone while we get through this crisis.  He stated that the utility is a very important part of the city and our finances so we have to keep an eye on everything.
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the application for credits for Monon Crossing Apartments, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.

COMMUNICATIONS - PUBLIC:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mayor Gahan stated that he wanted to say a few things in regards to COVID-19.  He said that he is taking it very seriously and has for the last six weeks.  He stated that he thought we were doing pretty well but yesterday we had an outbreak at Providence Retirement Home just outside of the city.  He said there are 50 people or more that have been affected by the virus and they are attributing five seniors’ deaths’ associated with it.  He stated that that right when we’ve seen progress from all of the steps we’ve taken, we have this setback.  He said that we are going to keep doing what we’ve been doing and keep social distancing, wash our hands, wear masks and still have reduced hours because we have done a pretty good job of keeping people home and working from there.  He also said that the Stay at Home Order is still in place until May 1st and they are doing everything they can to do to keep people safe and will continue to do so.   
SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:

Mayor Gahan asked Mrs. Dickey if she has noticed a slowdown in bill payments so far.

Mrs. Dickey said that it doesn’t seem that they are having a slowdown and that they are processing payments as normal.
FINANCIAL REPORT:

Mr. Wilkinson stated that he will catch everyone up on the hard copy reports once we have in person meetings.  He reported that the revenue was right on the budget and the expenses included a couple of the Silver Hills invoices so that was the only thing out of the ordinary.  He said that in response to Mrs. Dickey’s billing for the month, the billing going out for the month was only down $100,000.00 and those types of thing swing back and forth so he expects that will balance out down the road in a month or two.  He stated that other than that, everything is normal.
TABLED ITEMS:

OLD BUSINESS:

1.   Clark Dietz
Mr. Christmas gave a brief update on Silver Hills.  He reported that the lift station portion of the project is essentially complete with the exception of the power service that Duke will be installing.  He then asked Mr. Sartell if the service fee payment been made to Duke.
Mr. Sartell stated that it has been processed.  

Mr. Christmas stated that now that they have that, they will be installing that service.  He said that once that service is installed, the only other thing lacking would be startup.  He stated that the force main that is associated with the station has been completed so paving is the only thing remaining to be done on that and should be scheduled in the relatively near future.  He explained that on the gravity sewer portion of it, they have finished the clearing and removal of all the debris through the easement that was purchased in early April.  He said that allowed them to get in and survey down the hill and prepare design drawings for the gravity portion and those should be finished up this week and submitted to IDEM.  He also said that IDEM is committed to quick turnaround on that permit review so he hopes to have next week an approved construction permit for the gravity portion of it and therefore release the drawings to the contractor to get the structures ordered and hopefully be installing gravity sewer in the next two to three weeks. 
UTILITY REPORT:

Mr. Sartell stated that he doesn’t have the utility report for February yet just because of the things that have gone on but he does have updates on a few projects.  He said that the Wet Weather Clarifier Project is 95% complete and there is some paving left to be done as well as some miscellaneous items.  He stated that on the Phosphorus Treatment Project, they are waiting on the final parts for the Change Order No. 1 for the outside shower to be completed and then that project will be wrapped up.  He said that they’ve had three point repairs since the last meeting.  He stated that they had to repair the Mt. Tabor force main again, they had a sewer point repair off of Hickory Grove and they had a point repair in the alley behind the 2100 block of Elm Street.  He said that they were all completed in a timely manner and residents are really happy to see them out there doing stuff during this period so everything has been going well.
