THE SEWER BOARD MEETING OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD VIA ZOOM.COM ON THURSDAY, MAY 28, 2020 AT 9:15 A.M.  

PRESENT: Ed Wilkinson, member and Nathan Grimes, member and Mayor Gahan, President.
ALSO PRESENT:  April Dickey, Linda Moeller, Rob Sartell, Shane Gibson, Larry Summers and Vicki Glotzbach
CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the May 14, 2020 Regular Meeting Minutes with corrections, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.
BIDS/CONTRACTS:

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Rob Sartell re: Phosphorus Removal System Retainage Release Request 

Mr. Sartell stated that this project is completed and functioning properly so he recommends to release the retainage.

Mr. Wilkinson asked if the retainage was applied when we added that second small addition on this so that it includes all of it. 

Mr. Sartell stated that there was actually no retainage for that change order.

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the retainage release of $24,495.00, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.
2. Rob Sartell re: Daisy Lane Lift Station Retainage Release Request

Mr. Sartell stated that this project is completed and functioning properly so he recommends to release the retainage.

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the retainage release of $8,706.94, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor. 
3. Rob Sartell re: Wet Weather Secondary Clarifier Retainage Release Request

Mr. Sartell stated that this project is completed and functioning properly so he recommends to release the retainage.

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the retainage release of $58,090.04, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.
COMMUNICATIONS - PUBLIC:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mayor Gahan asked Mr. Sartell to give an update on the status and health of his crew.

Mr. Sartell stated that everyone is good and they have not had any incidents or reports of illness in 30 plus days.  He said that everyone is chomping at the bit to get back to work but they have not had any issues.  He stated that they are keeping up with their workload and staying on top of preventative maintenance.

Mayor Gahan said that is good to know.  He stated that they are trying to inch forward but at the same time they don’t want to do anything careless.  He said they are still encouraging all of those basic procedures to keep everyone safe such as keeping distance between everyone, wearing masks, disinfect, wash hands, etc.  He stated that we have a pretty good record right now in city government with keeping people healthy and we want to keep that streak going.  He said that we are going to gradually come out of this and gradually up the schedules until we have a full force back.  He also said that everyone knows the group of citizens that are affected the most so all of those folks need to take particularly good care of themselves because we need everybody.
SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:

FINANCIAL REPORT:

Mr. Wilkinson stated that the billing that went out on the 22nd was $1,194,000.00 so it was right in the regular operating revenue range.  He said there are no other changes from the written report.
TABLED ITEMS:

1. Approval of plat re: Vincennes Street Town Houses

Mr. Summers stated that this has gone through planning and zoning and they have met all of the stipulations as far as he is aware.  He said that they have also gone through board of works and been approved there so he doesn’t see any issues unless Mr. Sartell were to know something.
Mr. Sartell stated that he has not heard anything out of these folks yet but just have them give him a call and he will get them moving in the right direction.

Mr. Summers stated that will work and they will eventually have to come back for credits since it is a larger development instead of one single family.  He added that he doesn’t see any issues at all.

Mayor Gahan asked if they have to come back before the board for approval or can we move forward.

Mr. Summers stated that the board can approve their recordation of the plat and explained that this is just us showing that we have the ability to serve them as a sewer utility.  He said that the board can approve just the plat now and they will come in for the service itself at a later date.

Mr. Wilkinson stated that the next action they will take will be with Mr. Sartell and requesting sewer credits and paying their tap in fees.

Mr. Sartell stated that is correct and they will need to contact his office.

Mr. Grimes moved to approve with the conditions that they apply for sewer credits as needed and also pay tap fees, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.  

2. Leak Adjustment Request re: Joshua Kelly ($3,704.58)

Mrs. Dickey stated that she doesn’t have a contact number for Mr. Kelly so she hasn’t been able to get in touch with him.  She said she will do more research to see if she can find a number for him but she did make notes in his account just in case he does call then whoever talks to him will know to get more information from him.
OLD BUSINESS:

1. Clark Dietz
Mr. Christmas stated that the lift station part of the Silver Hills Project got wrapped up a couple of months ago and then they shifted their attention to the gravity side.  He said they got the hill cleared before the April deadline but it has kind of been in a holding pattern while Mr. Gibson and Mr. Fifer are working through the property acquisition issues.  He explained that he thinks that is finally being wrapped up and resolved this week so the contractor is just waiting to get those new easements in hand which hopefully is next week.  He stated that one item he has related to the project is in reference to the paving which is not complete.  He explained that he asked them to give a revised price to do a little bit of additional paving on Riddle Road.  He stated that the original scope of the project just included the southwest portion of Riddle Road from the Highland Avenue intersection to the southwest but it is such a short road and there is just a little segment there to the northeast that they ask them to go ahead and give a price to pave that.  He said they did so he has a change order for the board’s consideration in the amount of $4,250.00 to go ahead and add that remaining section of Riddle Road to the paving scope.  He also said that if the board can approve this today, they are hoping they can get out there and do the work next week.
Mayor Gahan asked if it was on the list.

Mr. Christmas stated that it is not on the paving list and is purely just associated with the project.

Mayor Gahan stated that he thought there was some type of work done recently by the water company near there.

Mr. Summers stated that he thinks that is on Ridgeway.

Mayor Gahan said okay, he just wanted to make sure it wasn’t there.

Mr. Grimes moved to approve the change order in the amount of $4,250.00 for the additional paving, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.  
UTILITY REPORT:

Mr. Sartell stated that the plant is in compliance and everybody is healthy.  He said that they have had a couple of point repairs that they had to complete over the last month.  He explained that Catherine Place was the big one for approximately $13,000.00 where a line had separated in the street so they had to dig it up and repair it.  He said other than that, everything is going well considering.
