1. Linda Moeller re: 2021 Budget

Mrs. Moeller suggested that the board schedule a budget workshop following the storm water meeting on October 8 and explained that if everything goes well at that meeting the board could review and approve the budget at the second meeting in October. She added that this will put them in good shape to meet the November deadline for approval of the budget. She asked for the board’s permission to get with Mrs. Glotzbach and Mrs. Dickey to set this up. 

Mr. Grimes stated that he will be out of town that day but he can call in for the meeting. 
Mrs. Moeller stated that they would receive a digital sample of the proposed budget for their review prior to the budget hearing. 

Mayor Gahan stated that if everyone is ready to move forward with budget talks he is okay with her setting the workshop up.  
SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:
FINANCIAL REPORT:
Mr. Wilkinson reported that the billing that went out on the 23rd was $1,195,000.00 and that is only $8,000.00 different than last month so it is right on budget. 

TABLED ITEMS:
OLD BUSINESS:

1. Clark Dietz
Mr. Christmas, Silver Hills – he stated that they completed sewer manhole installation and now they are waiting for the 30 day period to finish testing. He added that once the test period is completed they will start up the new lift station and have all the flow diverted down to the new sewer which should happen sometime in the middle of October. He reported that while they are waiting for the testing period they are working on bank stabilization and minor cleanup/restoration. Autumn Hills – he reported that the contractor indicated that this work is scheduled to start in mid-October and it is another bank stabilization project. Smoke Testing – he reported that the field work was completed last month and the report is due to be submitted to the board by the end of next week. 
Mayor Gahan asked if knows where they are with the observation period with the EPA. 

Mr. Christmas stated that it expires in December and right now everything is looking good. 

Mr. Wilkinson stated that it expires December 12. 

Mayor Gahan asked if the last occurrence was June 2019. 


Mr. Sartell stated that is correct. 

Mr. Wilkinson stated that he would like to see a letter sent to the EPA in the next 30 days recapping where the city is so that when they get to December 12 they are ready for a court date for the release of all the restrictions.
