THE SEWER BOARD MEETING OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD VIA ZOOM.COM ON THURSDAY, OCTOBER 8, 2020 AT 9:15 A.M.  

PRESENT: Ed Wilkinson, member and Mayor Gahan, President. Nathan Grimes was absent. 
ALSO PRESENT:  Eric Condon, Linda Moeller, Rob Sartell, Larry Summers, Scott Blair, Wes Christmas and Vicki Glotzbach
CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the September 24, 2020 Regular Meeting Minutes as corrected, Mayor Gahan second, all voted in favor. 
BIDS/CONTRACTS:
NEW BUSINESS:
COMMUNICATIONS - PUBLIC:
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mayor Gahan stated that he would like to mention how well the City is doing with overflows and is hopeful that they will be able to wrap up EPA oversight after 20+ years. 
Mr. Wilkinson stated that historically there really isn’t much rain action for the rest of the year so he believes the City is in great shape. 

Scott Blair, 6th District City Council Representative – he stated that he would like to comment on the storm water budget. He explained that last week the City Council passed first and second readings of all four budgets and in this it included $3M funding for special projects, which was to his understanding to be used for the flood wall system. He stated that he understands the focus on this but would like to make sure that they are paying attention to some of the other flood control issues/systems throughout the City and spread the projects out. He referenced the 2010 Storm Water Master Plan and stated that they have accomplished quite a few of the major projects but there are also a lot of smaller projects that he would like to see addressed. He mentioned several projects (Rolling Creek, Slate Run Creek and Glen Mill Drive) in his district that he has been aware of for the last nine years and has been advocating for. He added that Mr. Gardner has been very responsive to all his concerns and questions so it isn’t a matter of not wanting to do projects, it is a matter of not having the funding. He stated that he made this same speech to the City Council during their budget workshops and Mr. Gibson indicated that there might be some way of looking at that $3M to do some of the street improvements. 
Mayor Gahan thanked Mr. Blair for addressing these concerns with the board and stated that he will make sure that Flood Control and the Storm Water Board is aware of all of these issues. He added that he agrees that they can’t do enough for storm water issues on some days. 
Mr. Blair stated that he appreciates all the work that they are doing. 

Mayor Gahan asked Mr. Christmas if he would like to address some of the overflows they have fought back in the last few years because the money that this board is spending also helps flooding throughout the City as well. 

Mr. Christmas stated that sewer in storm water are related and they have been battles issues for 20+ years to eliminate wet weather overflows. He reported that they had 66 sites 10 years ago that they were monitoring and they are down to less than 10. He stated that those that they are still monitoring haven’t been active in over a year so they are successfully eliminating storm water infiltration into the system and increased storage capacity that impacts wet weather events.   

Mr. Wilkinson stated that he was reviewing the report from 2011 with the list of overflow locations and when compared to the books for this last month it is incredible what the investment in the capital improvement projects have done for this issue. 

Mayor Gahan stated that Mr. Blair’s point is well taken and as a river city they have to be on their game regarding flooding of all types. 

Mr. Blair stated that he recognizes the good work that is being done on the sewers and storm water and his concerns are more towards storm water and how to address the water once it is on the ground to get it out.

Mr. Wilkinson reported that they are running ~2.5% below budget on revenue for the year but they are running ~7% below budget on expenses, holding down cost on everything, so they are in good shape.

1. Clark Dietz

Mr. Christmas, Silver Hills – he reported that they are nearing the completion of the 30 day period that they have to wait before they can do air testing so by the end of October they will test the new lines. He stated that assuming those pass they will be able to start up the new lift station. Autumn Hills – he reported that there is a kick-off meeting scheduled for today and after this meeting they should have a good idea of how the project will move forward.
