THE SEWER BOARD MEETING OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM OF THE CITY-COUNTY BUILDING ON THURSDAY, OCTOBER 26, 2017 AT 9:15 A.M.  

PRESENT: Ed Wilkinson, member, Nathan Grimes, member. Mayor Gahan was absent.
ALSO PRESENT:  April Dickey, Larry Summers, Linda Moeller and Mindy Milburn
CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Grimes moved to approve the October 12, 2017 Regular Meeting Minutes as corrected, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mayor Gahan who was not present. 

Mr. Grimes moved to approve the October 12, 2017 Work Session Minutes as corrected, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mayor Gahan who was not present.  

BIDS/CONTRACTS:
NEW BUSINESS:
1. Larry Summers re: Easement for Mt. Tabor Road Project
Mr. Summers explained that they are requesting a transfer of property from the sewer department to the city for a piece of property on Mt. Tabor Road. He stated that it is cleaning up the right-of-way for the road itself. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked if the new road utilization would stay with the city. 

Mr. Summers replied yes.  

Mr. Sartell asked if this hinders their access from Mt. Tabor. 
Mr. Summers replied no.  

Mr. Grimes moved to approve the dedication of property from the sewer utility as presented by Mr. Summers, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

COMMUNICATIONS - PUBLIC:
Grant List, Renaissance Design Build, addressed the board regarding the Mt. Tabor warehouse facility. He requested permission to use a 4” main instead of a 6” attaching to the existing sewer system as well as a waiver of the sewer tap fees. He added that they are attaching to an existing system.     
Mr. Sartell explained that they did an inspection and apparently when they widened Mt. Tabor there was a 6” tap coming off the main and they want to step it down to 4”. He stated that he has no problem extending the line out. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked if there was a structure previously hooked on the tap.
Mr. List replied yes.
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the waiver of the tap-in fee because of existing operable satisfactory connection and the use of a 4” line at the main, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mayor Gahan who was not present. 
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:
Mrs. Dickey presented an adjustment request for Melhiser, Endres & Tucker d/b/a Rodefer Moss in the amount of $2,168.20 for a leak by the meter in the parking lot. She stated that the leak was repaired by Stemler Plumbing and the water went into the parking lot. Supporting documents are attached. 
Mr. Grimes moved to approve, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mayor Gahan who was not present. 

Mrs. Dickey presented an adjustment request for Jeff Judd in the amount of $1,426.29 for a leak between the house and the garage. She explained that the water went into the yard and the owner is in the process of repairing the leak. Supporting documents are attached. 


Mr. Grimes moved to approve, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor with the exception Mayor Gahan who was not present. 

FINANCIAL REPORT:
Mr. Wilkinson stated that there are no changes from the last report. 

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Wes Christmas re: Clark Dietz Update 
Mr. Christmas stated that they have scheduled a preconstruction meeting with Dan Cristiani for basin 7 on November 1st at the wastewater plant. He added that the only thing holding up the progression of construction would be the acquisition of the easements for the project. He stated that he did deliver easements to each of the property owners last week with offers and he is waiting to hear back, and if he hasn’t heard from them in a week he will follow up. He explained that he distributed 100% plans to the board for the basin 16 project storage project and the only thing lacking are signatures. He stated that they incorporated comments and it is ready to go to bid but he did have a couple of questions regarding the bid schedule. He explained that they have a significant property acquisition and they have been trying to schedule a meeting with the property owner for a while who has requested that the meeting be held at 2 pm on November 2nd at the cemetery. He stated that he will be unavailable that day but he would hate to hold up the meeting because they have worked so hard to come together on a date. He added that he could have someone else from Clark Dietz available that day and obviously a representative from the city and the utility would be there as well. 
Mr. Wilkinson stated that if there is going to be more than one member from the board at the meeting they need to make sure to post proper notice. 
Mr. Christmas stated that in attendance would be a representative from the Indianapolis Archdiocese, Father Marrow and Terry Popp. He explained that he sent them a figure showing what is being proposed but he hasn’t received any feedback. 
Mr. Wilkinson stated that if he makes sure that they are aware that Mr. Christmas is still the point of contact for all communications he is fine with him not being there. 
Mr. Christmas requested authorization to advertise the bids for this project starting November 3rd unless there is a reason that the board wants to hold off. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked how the timing would coincide with the holidays.
Mr. Christmas explained that if they were to advertise on November 3rd, the second advertisement would have to be on November 10th with the pre-bid meeting on November 15th and the bid opening would be on November 22nd.   
Mr. Grimes stated that he doesn’t have any issues with that. 

Mr. Christmas stated that the board has a desire to have a public hearing for the residents in the area and in his mind there is no reason not to advertise.
Mr. Summers stated that they could frame it more as a public information meeting and then it wouldn’t matter on the timeline. 

Mr. Grimes suggested that there be a long time to award the contract in the bid documents.
Mr. Christmas explained that state statute allows 60 days after bid opening but they can extend it by mutual agreement. He proposed advertising on the 3rd with intentions of opening bids on the 22nd with a public information meeting scheduled prior to construction. 
Mr. Grimes asked if it will come out of next year’s budget.

Mr. Wilkinson stated that it is all in the bond so it doesn’t matter.  He also stated that he is fine with this as long as they can get the technical stuff in there as well sensitivity to not offending the church coming to have a meeting when we have already decided on everything. 
Mr. Christmas stated that if something changes between now and then he can pull the advertisement.  He then explained that he is anticipating structuring the bids in that Division A will be the portion of the storage that is on the property and Division B will be all of the piping upstream.  He said that he plans to get bids on each of those items but will also the contractors to provide a cumulative bid and select the lowest total so it could be two different contracts or just one.   

Mr. Summers stated that he can’t be there on that day but Mr. Gibson is going to try to move an appointment to make sure he can be there. 

Mr. Christmas stated that he thinks it would be good if Mr. Gibson could be there.  He then stated that one of the items that was discussed at the work session was what they will visually look like.  He explained that there is really not going to be a lot above ground but there is going to be a small lift station but it will not have a building.  He said it will just have a control panel sticking above ground with a small shelter over it but based on the feedback from the work session, everyone agreed that we want some sort of decorative fence around the site.  He also said that he has a print out of the walls to go around it which is quite decorative and he thinks it looks really nice.
Mr. Summers stated that with it being that close to the cemetery, he feels it is an appropriate measure to make sure that we are being respectful and that it looks nice.
Mr. Wilkinson proposed having the brochure at the meeting to allow them to choose. 

Mr. Grimes moved to approve the bid schedule and meetings as discussed, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

UTILITY REPORT:
Wastewater Utility Monthly Report Summary for August 2017
Mr. Sartell presented the August report and discussed the following:

Influent / Effluent Quality
The treatment facility was in full compliance with the exception of weekly TSS lbs. due to the rain event from Hurricane Harvey and operational error.    
Pretreatment
There were 21 grease trap inspections of restaurants and food preparation facilities.
Product Specialties was fined $10,000.00 for CBOD daily maximum effluent violations. 
Annual sampling was conducted at Hitachi Cable
Annual inspections took place at Blue Grass Chemical and K&I Hardchrome.

Facililty Operations
66 dry tons of bio solids were removed from the WWTP.
The WWTP was at 41% of its Total Suspended Solids design limit and at 42% of its CBOD design limit.  
There were 2.18 inches of rain for the month

Preventative and Unscheduled Maintenance
215 preventative work orders were completed and 15 corrective work orders were completed for the WWTP and Lift Stations

Highlights    
We had Delta Electric reprogram the VFD to the #7 RAS pump. The over temperature settings had to be reset.  
The maintenance crew cleaned the wet well at Crystal Creek lift station. 
The maintenance crew re-plumbed the discharge from the automatic strainer and replaced a bad pressure control device.   
We cleaned the control floats and repaired check valve at Jacob’s Creek lift station.

Grantline Road Lift Station Project 
This project is substantially complete. The final punch list item has been addresed. 

LED Lighting Project
The lighting project is subtantially complete.

Bellwood Generator Project
The work area was reseeded and this project is complete. 

Up Hill Run Lift Station
Survey work has been completed. Progress meeting was held on September 28th. The lift station salvage list has been submitted. We CCTV’d the existing 8” line to determine how many lateral connections there were. 

Jacob’s Creek Lift Station Removal and Interceptor
Survey, geotechnical and wetland mitigation are complete. Easement discriptions are completed. 77% of design, permitting and bid documents are completed. CCTV’d  existing 8” line to be abandoned to determine how may laterals will need to be picked up. 

Construction Garage
The garage site has been paved. The gate has been relocated. Installed garage door openers. 

Adams and Cherry Street Sanitary Sewer Extention
Easement agreements have finally been agreed upon and should be signed within a few weeks.

Wet Weather Clarifier Rehab
Design, bid and construction observation contract has been executed.
