THE SEWER BOARD MEETING OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD VIA ZOOM.COM ON THURSDAY, DECEMBER 10, 2020 AT 9:15 A.M.  

PRESENT: Ed Wilkinson, member, Nathan Grimes, member and Mayor Gahan, President. 

ALSO PRESENT:  April Dickey, Larry Summers, Linda Moeller, Rob Sartell, and Vicki Glotzbach
CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the November 25, 2020 Regular Meeting Minutes, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor. 
BIDS/CONTRACTS:

Professional Service Agreement Amendment Number 1 for Basin 13 Lift Station
Mr. Sartell stated that this is an amendment to the Basin 13 Lift Station and explained that initially thought that they would ask for quotes and do some of the work in-house, but after reviewing it with the construction crew they concluded that it would eliminate any possible confusion if they did it this way instead. He stated that the total amount is $6,565.00 

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor. 

NEW BUSINESS:

COMMUNICATIONS - PUBLIC:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mayor Gahan reported that New Albany and Floyd County are in the middle of the COVID 19 surge and asked everyone to keep their guard up. He stated that he believes it is important to keep talking about it and to remind everyone that we aren’t out of the pandemic yet. He added that his guess is that it is going to be fairly rough between now and at least the middle of January 2021. He stated that there are city employees that are fighting the virus and while no one is in the hospital it is still a very serious issue. He reminded everyone to stay vigilant and to keep wearing their masks, and stated that we will get through this slowly but surely. 

Mr. Sartell stated that they have three employees that have tested positive and are under quarantine as well as one that has been exposed. He added that they have done really well until the recent surge.  

SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:

Mrs. Dickey presented an adjustment request for Roger Paschal in the amount of $4,373.76 for a lean in the water main in the detached garage. She explained that the water went onto the garage floor, the leak was repaired by James Baylor Plumbing and water consumption is back to normal. Supporting documents are attached. 
Mr. Grimes moved to table the adjustment requests, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

Mrs. Dickey presented an adjustment request for Marvin in the amount of 
$1,442.52 for a lean in the water line at the crawl space. She explained that the water went under the house into the crawl space, the leak was repaired by CLR Home Renovations & Plumbing LLC and water consumption is back to normal. Supporting documents are attached.
Mr. Wilkinson asked about the reference to a water heater

Mrs. Dickey explained that they have had two leaks and this is the first of the two. 

Mr. Grimes moved to table the adjustment requests, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

FINANCIAL REPORT:

Mr. Wilkinson reported that they have one month to go for the year and the numbers are incredibly close. He stated that the total revenue coming in is $13.7M through November and the expenses are $13.8M. He added that this is ~$100,00.00 difference but they are still below budget and has been very consistent. 

Mr. Grimes referenced the second page of the profit/loss section and asked about line item 4324.3 for a telephone that has zero expense. He asked if the telephones are in a separate location because a zero balance can’t be correct for that. 
Mr. Wilkinson explained that the way the report works is if there is not a bill submitted in Mrs. Moeller’s report the line doesn’t appear. He added that telephones are a separate line item. 
Mrs. Moeller stated that it is line item 4324.3

Mr. Wilkinson explained that this is because of the separation of the production plant but telephones are all on one bill. 

TABLED ITEMS:

1. Jason Sams re: Will serve letter from Aqua Indiana
Mr. Sartell explained that Mr. Sams has a project on the edge of the service area right next to the Aqua Utility service area and at this time the City doesn’t have the infrastructure to serve him nor will they have any in the near future. He stated that Mr. Sams is requesting a letter from the City to release him from their control so that he can connect to Aqua Utility. He added that he has no issue with this request because it may be 10-20 years before they get infrastructure out at that location. 
Mayor Gahan reminded the board that Mr. Sams came to the last meeting and stated that he doesn’t want to hold his project up. He stated that Mr. Gibson has reviewed this request and agrees with Mr. Sartell. 
Mr. Wilkinson moved to authorize a letter for release of that property, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor. 

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Clark Dietz

Mr. Sartell, Silver Hills – he reported that they have gone past their substantial completion date and still have work to complete so he has directed Clark Dietz to start tracking liquidated damages in case they need to use them. He added that they are close but not done yet. 

Mr. Wilkinson stated that he would agree with the decision to get that clock started because he was on site many times over the summer when there was no activity for days at a time.  
UTILITY REPORT:

Mr. Sartell presented the New Albany Wastewater Utility Monthly Report Summary for September 2020.
Influent / Effluent Quality 
The treatment plant was in compliance with the NPDES permit with the only exception being Phosphorus.
Pretreatment
There were 16 grease trap inspections submitted.
Annual inspections took place at the following permitted dischargers; Bluegrass Chemical, Bruce Fox and Bert R. Huncilman. 

Facililty Operations
51 dry tons of bio solids were removed from the WWTP.
The WWTP was at 59% of its Total Suspended Solids design limit and at 31% of its CBOD design limit.  
There were 5.68 inches of rain for the month

Preventative and Unscheduled Maintenance
266 preventative work orders were completed and 24 corrective work orders were completed for the WWTP and Lift Stations
Highlights
Cleaned wet wells at Grantline Road and Cobblers Crossing Lift Stations. 
Replaced 17 UV lamps on Bank A.
Topped off Generators and back up pumps with diesel fuel @ Charlestown Road, Mt. Tabor and Basin #13 Lift Stations.  
Cleaned control floats at Cobblers Crossing Lift Station.
Unstopped the #3 pump at Prosser Lift Station.
