PRESENT: Ed Wilkinson, member, Nathan Grimes, member and Mayor Gahan, president.
ALSO PRESENT:  April Dickey, Linda Moeller, Rob Sartell, Shane Gibson, Scott Blair, Larry Summers and Vicki Glotzbach
CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Grimes moved to approve the September 8, 2016 Regular Meeting Minutes with corrections, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

BIDS/CONTRACTS:

1. Rob Sartell re: Bids for Woodland Drive

Mr. Sartell presented the following bids for Woodland Drive and explained that this is where a pipe collapsed. He recommended going with the low bit from All Terrain:

Mr. Grimes asked how long the pipe was.
Mr. Sartell replied 75 feet. 
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.


COMMUNICATIONS - PUBLIC:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mr. Gibson asked Mr. Sartell to check on the Hausfeldt area that he sent him and email about. 
Mr. Sartell stated that they did that job in-house so it is good.
Mr. Gibson stated that he has extra easements on those and asked if they are good enough to accept.  

Mr. Sartell replied yes. 

Mr. Gibson stated that they were supposed to been recorded a while ago but for some reason that didn't happen. He explained that this came up during some title work and he needs authority to sign and accept those easements and they will get them recorded.  
Mr. Grimes asked if they could get copies of them also.

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the easements, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Gibson stated that an opportunity has arose over the last few months with the owner of QRS. He explained that they have approached the city about selling their property.   He stated that they have completed phase 2, received appraisals, and they are selling it for $2.5M over a ten year period. He explained that it will be financed by the owner itself and they budgeted for this as well. 
Mr. Sartell stated that they could use it for clarifiers, storage, lay down for projects, and alternative energy sources.
Mr. Gibson stated that the appraisal came back at little over $2.6M  
Mr. Grimes stated that he would like that he would like to see the information so that he knows what they are talking about. 
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve proceeding with the purchase, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.
SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:

FINANCIAL REPORT:

Mr. Wilkinson stated that there were no changes from the last report.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Pat Kelley re: Problem in sewer line at Kelley Building at 2113 State Street

Pat Kelley stated that they have been having trouble with the line going out to the main sewer. He explained that they have had jetted several times and replaced the line but it still backs up, and they have to close their building when that happens.
Mr. Sartell passed out maps and pictures that he reviewed with the board.  He explained that he has televised the line and the second time they noticed a piece of plastic wedged in the pipe leaving about 3/4 of it still open. He stated that Mr. Kelley reported that he usually  has problems when it rains so they did some research and noticed that the downspouts are going into the ground. He explained that when they did a dye test it came out into the sanitary sewer. He stated that what brought this to a head was Greenwell Plumbing went out to service the line in the last couple of weeks and his cable broke off in the line under State Street. He recommended to Mr. Kelley that he take the downspouts off the sewers and that would correct the problem. He stated that while they don't have a dog in the fight Mr. Kelley does need to get his storm water out of the sanitary system.  
Billy Greenwell stated that this is about the third cable that has broken off in the line at this transition area. He explained that when you camera from the city main back it is hard to see the separation so it is causing some issues and they have to jet it when they cleaned it to open it back up. He stated that many plumbers have had issues in that section and he believes it is a joint that has separated. 
Mr. Grimes asked if it is 11 feet deep.
Mr. Greenwell replied yes. He stated that he thinks that the plastic they saw was from another plumbing company that uses a blow ball and it exploded in the line. He explained that he thinks that the separating has gotten so bad that the cable dug in and it will not come back out. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked if they currently have the work scheduled to disconnect the surface water and eve spouts.  

Mr. Kelley stated that his maintenance man poured dye down and they didn't see it coming through the city sewer. He explained that the drawing shows it going to the storm sewer. 
Mr. Sartell asked them how long they waited.
Mr. Greenwell replied 10-15 minutes.
Mr. Sartell stated that he waited 20 minutes but he would be happy to go out and redo it. 
Mr. Greenwell agrees that the downspouts need to be removed but he doesn’t feel that it is going to solve the problem.

Mr. Wilkinson asked if he understands that the eve spouts are an illegal hook up.
Mr. Greenwell replied yes
Mr. Sartell stated that he would have to see their tapes because their video isn't showing any separation.
Mr. Greenwell asked if they could camera from his cleanout.
Mr. Sartell replied that they could but when he talks about obstruction issues it means collapsed lines and anything else is the responsibility of the property owner. 
Mr. Kelley asked for clarification on the owner’s responsibilities.
Mr. Sartell replied that it is from the building to the right-of-way.
Mr. Greenwell asked at what point is it no longer the property owner's responsibility. 
Mr. Sartell replied that it has to be a collapse.  He explained that he does understand that this is going to be an expensive fix but from his understanding Mr. Kelley only has issue during rain events so he recommends getting the downspouts disconnected and he believes that will help. 
Mr. Grimes stated that it sounds like there is more investigation that could be done to help them out. 
Mr. Sartell stated that he will get with them to set up a time to come out an televise the line from Mr. Kelly's cleanout and they will dye test it while they are out there. 
OLD BUSINESS:

1. Wes Christmas re: Clark Dietz Update
Mr. Christmas updated the board on Grantline Lift Station and explained that the contractor did get on site and is hoping to get back out there in the next 1-2 weeks. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked if anything has shown up on the hydraulic analysis in that area. 
Mr. Christmas stated that the results of the analysis indicated that if the relieved the line that the relief needed to be located in close proximity to the SSO for it to be affective. 
Mr. Wilkinson stated that the Corp of Engineers study will be more detailed and helpful about where any structures might be in relation to overflow
Mr. Christmas stated that at this point it was more of a conceptual modeling analysis and how it would impact the SSO's. He explained that the next step would be to begin preliminary design and honing in on particular sites.
