A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MAY 24, 2016 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Warren V. Nash, president, Cheryl Cotner-Bailey, member and Mickey Thompson, member. 

OTHERS PRESENT:  Police Chief Bailey, Fire Chief Juliot, David Hall, Courtney Lewis, Larry Summers, Bryan Slade, Chris Gardner, Tonya Fischer, Sandy Boofter and Vicki Glotzbach 

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Vectren re: Sidewalk Cut Permit for 3031 Charlestown Road
Sam Reed presented a sidewalk cut permit for 3031 Charlestown Road for the board’s approval. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, motion carries 


2. Kelly Carnighan re: Street Closure on Spring Street Hill for Silver Heights Historical Society Event on June 18 
Mr. Carnighan explained that this is the third time that he has asked to close Spring Street Hill for an event. He stated that this will be the last event and it will be on June 18th from 9:00 a.m. – 3:00 p.m.  He passed out a brochure for the event for the board to review. He noted that the last time they requested the closure they were provided with plastic barricades and unfortunately people didn’t respect them and got out of their vehicles and moved them. He asked if there was anything more substantial that they use. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the only thing he can think of is to have a car parked there but there has to be someone close with keys in case of an emergency.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

3. Stephanie Griffith re: Banner request on Spring St. June 24 thru July 4, 2016 also to        discuss 5k Walk and Run 
Mr. Thompson stated that the location and dates are available for the banner.  

Ms. Griffith explained that they would like to host their annual 5K. She passed out a copy of the route that they would like to use and stated that the only concern she has is crossing Spring Street. Said route map is on file with the City Clerk’s office. She requested assistance from the police department to help the runners across and back on Spring Street. 
Police Chief Bailey stated that he would have someone posted at 8th and Spring. 
Ms. Griffith asked if they could mark the route with sidewalk chalk that morning.
Mr. Nash replied yes.

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve the banner request and route, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

4. John Smith with Fiber Technologies Network re: Installing on Kenzig Rd. 
Nick Sharp passed out a drawing for the board to review, said drawing is on file with the City Clerk’s office. 

Mike Prather explained that they would like to see what they need to do to be able to build a fiber optic network within this jurisdiction. He explained that it would tie into a cell tower on State Street and would go up to Paoli Pike and they would be underground on I-265.  
Mr. Nash suggested that they meet with Mr. Summers who is the engineer and he can report back to the board next week with a recommendation.  
Mr. Summers state that he would look over the plans and get in contact with them. 

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Derek Misch passed out drawings of road closures for IAWC and Breakwater projects.  He presented traffic plans for closures on Roanoke Avenue between Robin Road and Brookview Drive on May 25, Ekin Avenue between Silver and Indiana for May 31- June 3, East Spring Street bike lane and sidewalk between 6th and 4th, East 5th to thru traffic between Elm and Spring on May 26-27, East 5th between Oak and Elm, East Elm at intersection of 5th on May 31 & June 1, and Elm Street lane closure from East 4th to East 5th on June 2-3. Said traffic plans are on file with the City Clerk’s office. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

Don Fell, project manager with Padgett Inc. thanked the city for all the support they have given regarding the town clock church. He explained that they are ready to receive the steeple tomorrow and it will be stored in their yard until Thursday.  He stated that he want to close down a section of Main Street on Thursday morning at 9:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m. for the event.

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked if they will need to close it prior to 9:00 a.m.

Mr. Fell replied no and explained that they want to wait until after the morning traffic.

Mr. Thompson asked what they are expecting for this event. 
Mr. Fell stated that he doesn’t know the numbers of the congregation but they will be sitting in chairs watching the event, with music, and the media will be there. 
Irv Stumler stated that they will start at 9:00 a.m. and explained that there will be an invocation and then the blessing of the steeple.  He stated that the steeple will be lifted around 11:00 a.m. or 12:00 p.m. and if all goes well they will be finished between 2:00-3:00 p.m.
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked if the weather will affect this.

Mr. Fell stated that if there is lightening it will affect but brief showers will not. 
Mr. Thompson asked if someone from Padgett would be handling the safety portion. 
Mr. Fell replied yes. 

Mr. Nash asked if the crane would be on Third Street or Main Street.

Mr. Fell replied Main Street.

Mr. Nash asked where the people will be sitting.

Mr. Stumler replied that they will be in the gravel parking lot across the street. 

Mr. Thompson asked if they could get the detour signs out tomorrow.

Mr. Fell replied yes.

Mr. Thompson asked that they call him if there are any changes so he can notify emergency services.

Mr. Stumler thanked the board and invited everyone to come to the event.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
Mr. Nash stated that the Historical Society is having a presentation tonight at the library on the Town Clock Church and the Underground Railroad. 
Brian Fleck passed out a newsletter with information regarding the McDonald Lane Reconstruction Project for the board to review. Said newsletter is on file with the City Clerk’s office. He explained that the utilities began work earlier so that they could complete their relocations before the city goes in and does their work. He gave a brief overview/timeline of the project and discussed current operations and what to expect as the project moves along. 
Mr. Nash asked who received the newsletter.

Mr. Fleck stated that they sent them to all the property owners, hand distributed them to houses,  side streets and apartments, and they were sent to local schools via email as well as police and fire. He explained that they have talked about sending out periodic updates if they think it is necessary. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they put signs out in advance so that everyone had a heads up on what was going on. 
Mr. Nash asked if it was necessary to have so many barrels at the Charlestown Road and McDonald intersection. 
Mr. Fleck stated that he was actually thinking that they needed more. 

Bryan Slade gave the board a report on the transition with trash, recycling, and more specifically the bulk and yard waste project. He explained that in March they picked up 74 tons of material after a large rain event so that put them behind starting out. He stated that they have since overcome that and are running a 6 day schedule for that service.  He explained that they have had some communication issues with customers and he is going to work with Michael Hall to get a publication in the sewer bill. He stated that they are working closely with Mr. Brewer because a lot of the materials are non-compliant so they report those and it is addressed with the residents. 
Mr. Nash asked if everything has evened out since the storm event.

Mr. Slade replied yes. 
Mr. Nash asked about the issues of someone paying a contractor to trim trees and then the contractor leaves it out for the city to pick up. 
Mr. Thompson explained that the ordinance states that the city is not responsible for picking up after a contractor but the problem is identifying which ones are done by a contractor. 
Mr. Slade stated that is one of the things they will address in the publication. 
Mr. Nash asked if they are getting any household hazardous waste. 
Mr. Slade stated that the primary items they have issues with is needles and it is something they closely monitor.  

Mr. Nash stated that he is concerned about tires with the mosquito virus. . 
Mr. Slade explained that they collect the tires off the rim and handle appropriately but the main issue is dumping in alleys. 
OLD BUSINESS:
1. Kroger re: Installing sign in right of way 
Mr. Summers stated that he spoke with the legal department and they told Kroger that they need to supply an agreement that would indemnify and hold harmless the city if anything happened to that sign while it is in the public right-of-way.  

2. Sign on Miede Drive

Mr. Thompson stated that they have covered up court and ordered a new sign. 
TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

1. Courtney Lewis re: Special Events Permits

Ms. Lewis presented a request from ORSANCO – River Sweep to use the amphitheater on June 18th from 8:30 a.m. – 2:30 p.m. for the annual River Sweep. He stated that they set up a pop-up tent and they will need the restrooms open. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they needed a dumpster

Mr. Gardner stated that they supplied one for them last year. 

Ms. Lewis presented a request from Christian Academy of Southern Indiana to use the amphitheater on September 23rd for their fall band concert. She explained that they will need electricity and restrooms, and they will have the space from 3:30-8:00 p.m. including set up and break down. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

2. Cheryl Cotner-Bailey  re: Memorial Day Street Closures 

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey stated that a gentleman from the VFW asked that the board approve the street closures for the Memorial Day event on May 30th.   
Mr. Thompson stated that they close off Market Street from 5th to 11th from 10:00 a.m. – 12:00 p.m.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
Mr. Thompson reminded the board that Boomtown is this Sunday so with the church event on Friday, the festival on Sunday and Memorial Day on Monday the city will have a busy weekend. 
Fire Chief Juliot stated that they will be collecting door-to-door for the Crusade for Children on Saturday. 
APPOINTMENTS: 

BIDS:

Award Bid for Paving and Rehabilitation

Andy Ashley handed out a memo with a summary of all the bids for the paving project, said summary is on file with the City Clerk’s office. He stated that they would like to recommend the board award the project to the lowest responsible bidder, MAC Construction at $2, 282,645.50
Mr. Summers stated that they did tighten the specs on this contract and will be inspecting the work more than they have in the past. 
Mr. Nash stated that it should be noted that only $2M has been appropriated and asked when they will be getting started.  
Kris Bernens stated that as soon as they are approved for the preliminary list of streets they sent in they would like to get the concrete and sidewalks started. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to accept the MAC Construction Bid, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Fire Chief Juliot re: Bids for Self-Contained Breathing Apparatus for the fire department

Fire Chief Juliot explained that there was a typo in the bids that went out and asked that they keep this on the agenda for next week.
