A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 22, 2016 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Warren V. Nash, president and Mickey Thompson, member. Cheryl Cotner-Bailey, member, was not present.
OTHERS PRESENT: Assistant Police Chief Fudge, Major Will Popp, Fire Chief Juliot, Fire Marshal Koehler, Chris Gardner, David Hall, Jessica Campbell, Bryan Slade, Sidney Main, Tonya Fischer, Alicia Meredith, Courtney Lewis, Larry Summers, Linda Moeller and Vicki Glotzbach
CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Ronda Trimble re: Signage for B.You Fitness at 302 Pearl Street 
Ms. Trimble, Bottom Sign Company, stated that B.You Fitness would like to put a sign at 302 Pearl Street which will hang over the sidewalk.  She presented a rendering and reviewed it with the board.
Mr. Nash asked if they have a certificate of appropriateness.
Ms. Trimble replied yes and said that she doesn’t have the exact certificate yet but she sent in the information yesterday and received a reply back.  She also has an application for the sign.

Mr. Thompson stated that Mr. Brewer would have to inspect where they are going to attach the sign to the building.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve subject to the certificate of appropriateness and Mr. Brewer’s approval, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.


2. Vectren re: Cut permit requests for 322 East 15th Street – sidewalk cut and gas service work at 810 Industrial Blvd, 1223 Bono Rd (13827130) – street cut, 1437 Old Ford Rd (13413779) – street cut, 805 Talaina Pl (13789568) – street cut
Mr. Summers stated that Talaina Place is private so there is no permit required by the city.

Mr. Thompson asked about 1223 Bono Road.
Mr. Philpot stated that it looks like it is in Zach’s parking lot.
Mr. Thompson stated that he just wanted to make sure it wasn’t at the end of Bono Road that had just been paved.

Mt. Philpot stated that Industrial Blvd. may just be in the right-of-way and he doesn’t know if there are any sidewalks there or not. 
Mr. Thompson stated that there are some sidewalks there but he would have to go out and see which one it is.  

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the above requests except for 805 Talaina Place, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Kurt Graham, EnviroForensics, stated that they are working on behalf of New Albany Steam Cleaners and his colleague was at this meeting last week and was told that if they needed to dig they would need to come back and get approval for that.  He said that their subcontractor asked that he get approval for digging in West Street.   He presented a drawing that he reviewed with the board. 

Mr. Nash asked what the green lines on the drawing signify.
Mr. Graham stated that those are the horizontal borings that will be going underneath the road and over to extraction wells for a remediation system.
Mr. Thompson asked how many there are.
Mr. Graham replied there are five utilities there.
Mr. Thompson asked when they want to do the work.
Mr. Graham said they would like to get started tomorrow but if not then they would like to start next week. 
Mr. Thompson stated that it would be all the way across the road.  He then asked how big the holes would be.
Mr. Graham replied just enough to get the equipment down to expose it.
Mr. Thompson asked if they need it on all three of the borings.

Mr. Graham replied yes.

Mr. Thompson said that he thinks he would need to go out to talk to them because it is 15 holes.
Mr. Nash asked how he anticipates closing the street. 

Mr. Graham stated they would probably need to close the southbound lane for one day and then convert the two northbound lanes as needed. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they may want to do an open cut because this way will leave 15 patches and we don’t want 15 hole patches right there in that area.  He said that it may be better if he meets them on site to discuss doing an open cut because we will require them to repave from curb to curb.
Mr. Graham stated that their subcontractor should be getting out there today to take a look at it so he could meet someone to discuss it.

Mr. Thompson stated that is what he would suggest.

Mr. Nash asked Mr. Summers and Mr. Graham to exchange contact information.  He also asked Mr. Summers to report back on this at next week’s meeting.
Mr. Thompson moved to take this item under advisement so they can meet at the site, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.
Mr. Derek Misch, Dan Christiani, presented a road closure map for the board to review.  He requested to close Knob Avenue between Camp Avenue and Alice Avenue on November 22nd and 29th.
Mr. Nash asked if Ealy Street is all done.

Mr. Misch replied yes and stated that he believes they are going to pave next week.  

Mr. Thompson stated they are on schedule for the 29th and 30th.  He said that he tried to get them to move it up but they are too busy.  He then stated that he called the water company today because there is a main break at the dead end side of Hildreth Street.
Mr. Misch stated that he has to go down there later today so he will check on it.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the above closure request, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Mr. Wes Christmas, Clark Dietz, updated the board on the Spring Street and Silver Street signal work.  He said that they will be out there today and tomorrow to cut in the loops for the detection in the pavement.  He said that they should also be setting up the poles and building the electric service so they can then call in an inspection with Duke to install the service.  He stated that they will be setting the signal heads and bagging them until the power is live to the signal and once the power is live then they will do a startup of the signal.
Mr. Nash asked what the estimated timeline.
Mr. Christmas stated that if they get the service socket built today he will then call Duke to get on their schedule so it will depend on when Duke gets out there to energize that service. 
Mr. Nash stated that there is some signage in Clarksville saying that there is a lane closure or lane changes through November 18th and asked if it could be updated or taken down.

Mr. Christmas stated that he is actually coordinating with INDOT right now to see if we even need to leave all of the traffic control signage up because the remaining work is not going to impact traffic.  He added that some people who live on the side streets have requested that the barricades be moved out of the way with family coming for Thanksgiving so he has contacted INDOT to see if they can take that down before final completion.
Mr. Nash stated that he is not concerned about them taking it down but it should be updated.

Mr. Christmas said he will check into it.
Mr. Nash asked how much overtime there has been as far as the contractor.
Mr. Christmas stated there was an extension due to the water line work that shifted the completion date from November 15th to December 15th so technically there is none.
OLD BUSINESS:
TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
1. Vicki Glotzbach for Edith Walker re: Request for additional street light on the 200 block of Ealy Street

Mrs. Glotzbach explained that her office received a call from Ms. Edith Walker and asked that she present the request to the board for her.   
Mr. Thompson stated that he will go out and look into it.
Mr. Nash stated that Pearl Street and Spring Street is still pretty dark.
Mr. Thompson stated that he talked to Mr. Mike Smith with Duke and told him that he would get it reported.  He added that he has the pole number for one and the others are decorative lights that don’t have pole numbers so he has to give them physical locations on those.
2. Larry Summers re: Painting of railroad bridge at North Y and extension of E. 8th Street closure
Mr. Summers explained that the city requested that they paint the bottom and supports of the bridge because you can still see the blue rather significantly so he requested an extension of the E. 8th Street closure through Thursday, December 1st.

Mr. Nash stated that he was hoping that it was completed.
Mr. Summers stated that additional work was added.

Mr. Nash asked that he tell them to try to get it done sooner.

Mr. Summers stated that he has been going over there several times a day to make sure they are moving as quickly as possible and sometimes they are not doing what he would hope so he has made their boss well aware.
Mr. Thompson stated that the railroad has been repairing those crossings and for some reason Chartres Street was not on the list so we don’t have to worry about that being the detour route for E. 8th Street.
Mr. Nash asked how bad it is.

Mr. Summers stated that it is pretty bad and thought that it was on the list.

Mr. Thompson stated that he went to see when it was scheduled and didn’t see it on the list.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the extension of the E. 8th Street closure to no later than Thursday, December 1st, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.

3. Fire Marshal Koehler re: Burn ban

Mr. Nash asked about the burn ban and stated that he doesn’t understand it because he thought it was illegal to burn anyway.
Fire Marshal Koehler explained that the burn ban is still in effect which was put in place by the county commissioners.  He said that you can have small recreational fires during any other time but the only thing you can have right now is a gas grill or charcoal grill until they lift the ban.  
4. Warren Nash re: Parking on Hauss Square
Mr. Thompson stated that he talked to the street department about restriping the parking places on Hauss Square while it is closed for the federal building lighting work.
Mr. Nash stated that it has been suggested to make both sides of Hauss Square 30 minute parking instead of 2 hours on the federal building side.
