Mr. Gonder stated that he doesn’t believe they could find a better board member than Mr. Wilkinson. He stated that the reports that he has been giving them have been exemplary and he should continue when the appointment is made. 

Mrs. Benedetti informed the council that there was a board created called the AEC which was supposed to be formed regarding Adult Entertainment Business and both the Mayor and the Council have appointments on the 7 member board. There was a lengthy discussion regarding the term limits. 

Mr. Gibson explained that the ordinance staggers the initial terms but it doesn’t address the terms after that and so State Statue would prevail and the terms are three years.

Mr. Gibson explained that there is nothing to clean up, even if they wanted to change the terms they couldn’t because state statute dictates how they set up their boards and tells you what those terms are. 

Mr. Gonder moved to nominate Mr. Wilkinson to stay on the board, Mr. Messer second, the motion did not pass with three aye votes from Mr. Caesar, Mr. Gonder and Mr. Messer and 5 abstentions from Mr. Coffey, Mr. Price, Mr. McLaughlin, Mrs. Benedetti, and Mr. Gahan.
