COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Valla Ann Marcus, 610 E. Main, addressed the council regarding G-11-03 and informed them that she made a request regarding inspections for all the Bed & Breakfasts locations in New Albany. She stated that The Box Tree Inn, The Mansion at Riverwalk and Rabbit Ridge has never been inspected and now The Box Tree Inn is long term rentals. She stated that she and other B&B owners are paying the $150 per year while others aren’t following the law.
Janet Caldwell, Mansion Row Inn owner, addressed the council regarding G-11-03 and stated that she works 50 hours a week as a CPA in order to keep her B&B open and she and her family feel that this is an unfair law.
