Mr. McLaughlin moved to approve the April 4th Budget Hearing Minutes, Mr. Benedetti Second, all voted in favor

COMMUNICATIONS – CITY OFFICIALS:
Chief Bailey addressed the council and thanked the Floyd County Sheriff, Indiana State Police and the Floyd County Road Department for helping them get things back into order. He thanked the New Albany Police, Fire and Street Departments as well. He informed them that at this time there are only 2 streets still closed, but they are being taken care of. 

Mr. Price commended him for the good job that was done during the storm.
Mr. Malyzs addressed the council regarding the three Redevelopment Resolutions. He stated that he understood that R-11-08 was going to be tabled and the administration is fine with that, R-11-14 deals with the CDBG One-Year Action Plan for 2011. He informed them that the Mayor is not here tonight because he is negotiating with EcoTech to have a clean-up day on Saturday due to the storms.
Mr. Caesar asked if they are working on getting chippers out as well to help with the clean-up
Mr. Malysz stated that he does not believe that they will stick so closely with the 3 ft. bundles for this clean-up.
Mr. Price stated that it sounds as if they will need to appropriate money for the clean-up.
Mrs. Garry stated that she doesn’t know yet what it will cost but they may need too.

Mrs. Benedetti addressed the council and stated that she does not believe that it is the responsibility of the City Clerk to find sponsors for the bill that come before them. She suggested that the members of the administration should have to contact the council members themselves to find sponsors.

Mrs. Wisman agreed and added that she doesn’t believe that it should be up to Mrs. Garry to find sponsors for appropriations either. 

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the process for finding sponsors for bills.

He explained that since their last meeting he has been informed that the Federal Government has cut CDBG funds by 16.5% and he suggested that the council handle this two different ways. Either they can vote on it tonight with an amendment acknowledging the Federal Cuts or they can table it tonight.
Mr. Messer stated that he would like to see the cuts made in administration rather than the services.

Mr. Messer explained that this is an item from Redevelopment to include the farmers market and the parking lot on the corner of Pearl and Spring into the State Street Parking Garage TIF in order to use $225,000 to purchase that lot for the Bicentennial Park and $400,000 to improve the downtown Farmers Market.
Mrs. Benedetti made a motion to strike the Farmers Market but continue with the bicentennial Park, Mr. Coffey second, all voted in favor. 
Mr. Messer moved to approve R-11-15 as amended, Mr. Coffey second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Price who voted no. 

Mr. Gonder asked if there were drawings and numbers for these improvements.
Mr. Malysz stated that there are and he does not if they want to amend and separate the two and they will get them more information regarding the farmers market.

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the purchase of the land for the Bicentennial Park, the matching grant received from Horseshoe for the Park and whether or not TIF money could be used for storm damage.
