Gear

Mark Kassidy stated that since this gear was being paid for out of the clothing allowance he thinks that their clothing allowance should be prorated out. He stated that since it needs to be changed out every year it would be $300 less each year in clothing allowance.

Chief Juliot stated that the guys would be willing to make those conssessions but it would have to be done contractually. He stated that their uniform allowance is taxed so they do take home the entire $1400.

Mr. Coffey suggested that the men need to bring in receipts for the purchase they make for uniforms.

Mr. Gonder suggested that instead of giving an allowance they create a fund and when uniforms are needed they could bring the receipts in and be reimbursed out of the fund.

Chief Juliot stated that many departments have a Quarter Master that would handle that fund.
