APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Price moved to approve the Regular meeting minutes of May 19, 2011, with amendments, Mr. Coffey second, all voted in favor.
Mr. McLaughlin moved to approve the Public Forum meeting minutes of May 24, 2011, Mr. Messer second, all voted in favor.

Mrs. Benedetti asked if the bill for the vacations for the school was supposed to be on tonight’s agenda.

Mr. Gibson informed them that he requested that they both be brought back up for the meeting on the 16th because they have to have a public hearing.
