COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Larry Scharlow spoke in favor of the Riverview Project.  He mentioned that they just lost Windstream and he hopes that they do not repeat the same mistake with this project.  
Nancy Hayes asked when they would start doing taxi cab inspections again. 
Mrs. Wisman explained that they would let them know as soon as they set it up with the Weights and Measures Inspector.
COMMUNICATIONS – CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Malysz spoke on behalf of Mayor England who is meeting with Mayor Greg Fisher to discuss opening the K& I Bridge. On the vacation for Spring Street School he would like to see an amendment made to the same. He informed them that many years ago that was a City School and when the school corporation was formed the Silver Street went to them. However, many of the neighbors are concerned about what will go in to the area. He suggested that if they approve this they make it contingent upon them closing with Sojourn. He explained that regarding the Myrtle closing they received a memo from Mr. Scott Wood recommended that it not be approved. Mr. Malysz stated that he distributed the press release regarding Windstream and in no way blamed the council for the plan not going through. He distributed an email from Bill Heinz who owns an adjoining property to the proposed Riverview project who is in favor of the project. He stated that Mr. Gahan and Mr. Caesar had both asked for a spreadsheet and he will be working to put that together for them. 
Mrs. Benedetti asked that when his office prepared the CF-1’s if they can do a smaller amount at one time. 

Mr. Malysz stated that he believes that once these are put in a spread sheet for them it would be easier for them to see the information they need to make a decision on these.
Kay Garry informed them that the packets that were on their desk are the initial paperwork to start working on the 2012 budgeting sessions.
Mr. Coffey stated that on the Windstream project many of the council members met with them and asked for specific information regarding their financials and they were not forthcoming with the information.
