ROLL CALL:
APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:
Mr. McLaughlin moved to approve the July 21st meeting minutes, Mr. Zurschmiede second, all voted in favor.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Sonny Sprigler, Sprigler Construction, informed the council that he was here 18 months ago and had a PUD approved after he changed a lot of the draining in the area, but he has to have it reapproved. 
Mrs. Benedetti stated that this is just a re-approval because his PUD expired.
Mr. Wood stated that the original PUD was approved in August 2009. So it has actually been 2 years since this was approved.
COMMUNICATIONS – CITY OFFICIALS:

Mr. Messer advised the council that the reason for the executive session posted for August 3rd doesn’t match why they are meeting. He sighted IC 5-14-1.5-6.1 (B) which explains that the meeting would be to get information about perspective employees and he doesn’t think that is why they are meeting. He explained that it is his opinion that they are meeting to discuss joint communications and he just wanted to advise the council that it is an illegal meeting. 
Mrs. Benedetti stated that she has received several complaints regarding the jut outs that were installed on State Street, and asked if there was anything that could be done about them.
Mr. Malysz explained that those are traffic calming and pedestrian safety items and there is still further work to be done and they will take these concerns under advisement.
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the jut outs on the State Street corridor.

Mr. Zurschmiede added that if they plan to modify these or take them out they need to do it before they pave State Street. 

Mr. Caesar asked if Beechwood would be paid with the 111 money.
Mr. Caesar stated that it would be.
COMMUNICATIONS – MAYOR
Mr. Malysz stated that this Wednesday at 10:00 there will be a neighborhood stabilization meeting at the Ritter House. He explained that other communities who have received the money will be present to discuss the issues they are having with this program. Regarding the two (2) resolutions to use TIF for the fire trucks he urged them to pass these resolutions. He stated that he knows there are discussions among council member of paying for the trucks out of EDIT and reimbursed from TIF and the administration is open to however they want to handle it.

Mr. Gonder suggested that the purchase one truck outright and then finance one truck

Mr. Coffey suggested that they just purchase one. 

Mr. Gonder stated that Chief Juliot explained that they need to replace two trucks. 

Mr. Malysz stated that the insurance underwriters are going to come in and evaluate everything and the trucks they currently have will not pass these inspections. These inspections affect the fire rating and insurance rate. 

Mr. Messer again expressed that the committee just needs to know how the Council wants to pay for the trucks. He stated that there is no question that they need the equipment and there is no question that the TIF could pay for it over the years but they just need to know how the Council wants to proceed before they can move forward.
