Mr. Messer moved to approve R-11-30, Mr. Zurschmiede second, all voted in favor except Mr. Coffey who abstained.
Mr. Coffey asked where the money for this will come from.

Mr. Malysz stated that it would come out of the Charlestown Road TIF District.

Mr. Messer stated that this is a loan pool to encourage growth in the blighted area on Charlestown Road, specifically the Colonial Manor area and across the street from there. Also, the loans would only be available for property which will be used as collateral.

Mr. Zurschmiede asked if they should limit the number of loans an individual can get.

Mr. Caesar stated that he doesn’t think they should. If someone is willing to develop more than one area they should encourage it.

Mrs. Benedetti asked if there was a deadline on these loans.

Mr. Malysz stated that there wasn’t.

Mrs. Benedetti asked if this jeopardized any of the other Charlestown Road projects.

Mr. Malysz stated that many of the projects are so large that they will have to float bonds to do them either way.

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the projects scheduled for the Charlestown Road TIF.

Mr. Coffey said that he doesn’t agree with loaning money to corporations especially not a 20 year loan for $50,000.

Mr. Zurschmiede stated that he would like to see something that would limit the number of loans that one person can get for these areas.
Mr. Malysz stated that he didn’t understand the need for that.

Mrs. Benedetti made a motion to create a time line for this line item to end December 31, 2014 and the loans are non-transferrable, Mr. Messer second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Coffey stated that he would like to see the loans being made 10 years loans rather than 20 years.

Mr. Gonder stated that he would like to leave it as it is and revisit the length of the loan in 3 years.

Mr. Denison explained that that they are responsible for working with the Corp of Engineers and that they have been meeting all of their requirements. However, they may need to replace several of the pumps on the riverfront in the next year or two.
