David Brewer, Building Commission, addressed the council regarding G-11-16 and spoke in favor. He the jobs that the Building Commissioners office is currently working on and the items that have been completed over the past year. 
Storm Water Representatives re: Issuance of Bonds:
Mr. Greg Fifer, Storm Water Attorney,  addressed the council and presented the information regarding the proposed $6M bond ordinance for the Storm Water projects through out the city. He presented copies of the proposed ordinance, the proposed Storm water improvement Map, the preliminary financing report from Crowe Horwath and a proposed time line. 
Wes Christmas, Clark Deitz, reviewed the proposed improvement map and how the projects were rated and chosen.

Mr. Coffey addressed the fact that there are no projects planned for the West End.
Mr. Christmas pointed out that these basin projects would mitigate flooding in the area of Falling Run Creek.

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the Storm Water projects.
Michael Mor_____, Crowe Horwath, reviewed the Financial report with the council. Said report is on file with the City Clerk’s office.
Mr. Zurschmiede asked why the sewer revenue will be looked at for a storm water bond.

Mr. Fifer explained that the storm water is set up under the state statue pertaining to sewer utilities, and therefore, the bond had to be set up as a sewer bond but on behalf of the storm water utility.
Mr. Caesar stated that the residents of the Linda Dr. area would be very happy if the sandbars and large trees could be cleaned from Falling Run.

Mr. Ham stated that they typicall do that in the summer winter after the leaves have been sweeped off of the streets.
