Mr. McLaughlin moved to approve the November 17, 2011 Public Hearing minutes, Mr.  Price second, all voted in favor. 
Mr. Coffey moved to approve the November 17, 2011 Regular Meeting minutes, Mr. Messer second, all voted in favor. 
Mr. McLaughlin moved to approve the December 5, 2011 Public Hearing minutes, Mr. Price second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Messer who abstained.

Ed Wilkinson presented information regarding the SRF Loan and the projects it was used for. His memo is on file with the City Clerk’s office.
Mrs. Benedetti presented information on the Midtown Housing Projects. Said information is on file with the City Clerk’s office. She informed them that the houses have to be sold by 2013 or they will have to find another leasing form for those houses.
Mr. Malysz presented a memo regarding a submitted proposal from IHCDA for allocations to help finance the construction of new affordable rental housing, said memo is on file with the City Clerk’s office. He spoke on R-11-32 for Nexgen Mold and Tool and explained that the owner still intends to implement the project but because of the economy it has been at a standstill.  

Mr. Zurschmiede asked if Redevelopment should send a letter to IHCDA for these applications to let them know what is going on. 
Mrs. Malysz stated that there wasn’t any action taken so there wasn’t anything to send on other than the endorsement from the Redevelopment Commission. He stated that if the Council would like to pass a resolution for it then they would definitely pass that on. 
Mrs. Benedetti asked where they are with Linden Meadows.
Mr. Malysz stated that they are still working to get it in the hands of the private developers but he feels very confident about it. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the money that was budgeted by the City for this project.

Mr. Price asked how much the Midtown houses sold for.

Mrs. Benedetti stated that she didn’t have that information, but she would get that for him. She informed the Council that loans will soon be given out of the $500,000 grant for home improvements.

He explained that this will cap the city’s $10M for Economic Development Bonds and he thought it would be best to complete it this year rather than holding it over to next year and using up next year’s $10M capacity. He stated that he has scheduled a public hearing for December 28th and they could have a special meeting for the third reading on that date following the public hearing. He explained that Christian Academy has promised that they will close prior to December 31 so that it does not carry over to next year.

Mr. Zurschmiede asked if there is no liability to the city in anyway why the city has to be involved in this process.
Jeff Norton explained that it allows the bank to do it tax free so that they can offer a lower rate to the borrower.
