THE SEWER BOARD MEETING OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM OF THE CITY-COUNTY BUILDING ON THURSDAY, SEPTEMBER 10, 2015 AT 9:15 A.M.  

PRESENT: Mayor Gahan, Ed Wilkinson, member and Nathan Grimes, member.  

ALSO PRESENT:  Rob Sartell, Wes Christmas, Shane Gibson, April Dickey, Linda Moeller, Larry Summers and Vicki Glotzbach
CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the August 13, 2015 Regular Meeting Minutes, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the August 27, 2015 Regular Meeting Minutes with corrections, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor. 

BIDS:
Mr. Sartell stated that he has the award of the wastewater treatment garage to the second lowest bidder because the lowest bidder did not have the correct licenses for building in New Albany so they were automatically disqualified.  He said that the next lowest bid was for $148,000.00 from T. A. Ginkins Company, LLC and after the review with HMB, it is his recommendation to go with that bid.
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the bid from T. A. Ginkins Company, LLC, in the amount of $148,000.00, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Sartell presented quotes for a new vehicle for the asset management department.  He said that right now they use a 2004 Tracker and it has a lot of miles and is hard to get in and out of rough areas so they need something with 4 wheel drive.  He also said that they looked at vans but no one builds a 4 wheel drive van so they went for a SUV type of vehicle.  He explained that the low bid was for Carriage Ford at $33,492.65, there was a Dodge Durango at $36,386.00 and a GMC Chevy Tahoe at $37,503.65.  He recommended going with the Ford Expedition 4X4.

Mr. Wilkinson asked if the security is pretty good on the Expedition for instruments and things like that.  He added that he was always concerned with pickups because stuff can get picked out of them pretty easily.
Mr. Sartell stated that it is all enclosed so when you are in the field it will be secure.
Mayor Gahan stated that we need to make sure we get it marked appropriately.

Mr. Sartell stated that he is in that process right now.
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the Carriage Ford Expedition quote in the amount of $33,492.65, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Sartell presented a quote for Delta Services to install two VFDs at the Wolfe Lake pump station because we are going out there on a basis of five or six times a month to unstop pumps and because they start up so quick, there is no way to start them up slow.  He said that they suck in rags and debris and they plug up.  He said that they settled on VFDs versus a chopper like impeller after observing what was going on in Sellersburg because they had a situation quite similar and they opted for the VFDs and they seem to work really well for them.  He explained that the estimate for putting those in is about $23,446.00 so he would like to get approval to move forward with that.
Mr. Wilkinson asked if the rags getting caught in the impeller is the same problem that we have been battling for three or four years.

Mr. Sartell replied yes and stated that he thinks this will be the best way to go with the situation that we have.
Mr. Wilkinson asked who the vendor is.

Mr. Sartell replied Delta and said that they pretty much do our electrical work.

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve this emergency expenditure with Delta Services in the amount of $23,446.00, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.
COMMUNICATIONS - PUBLIC:
Mr. Jason Copperwaite stated that he thinks the sewer board has signed the plat for Glenwood Springs, Section 4, before but it has been lost and he is requesting that the board sign again so that he can get it recorded.  He explained that the sewers are permitted and in and this board issued credits on it many months ago. 
Mr. Summers stated that it was a condition of the plan commission that there would be a connection made to Wabash Avenue.

Mr. Copperwaite stated that is correct.

Mr. Wilkinson asked if he had anything with signatures of what has been approved so far.
Mr. Sartell stated that the only thing he has is the credits application, the approval and the variance.  He added that they are good with the state and EPA. 
Mr. Copperwaite stated that the original mylar that was signed was lost so he just needs signatures on the new mylar.  He explained that when the plan commission approves a subdivision they ask that he come to the sewer board to get the plat signed to acknowledge that sewers have been provided and everything is order.  He stated that he also has to go to the board of works and the county commissioners since it is the county.  He said that after all of those signatures are gathered then the plan commission will sign it and it will be recorded.
Mr. Wilkinson asked who the first signature is.

Mr. Copperwaite stated that there is no particular order other than the plan commission will not sign it until all of the other signatures are obtained then they sign and it is recorded.
Mr. Grimes asked if this is in the fringe area.

Mr. Copperwaite replied yes.

The board signed the plat for Glenwood Springs, Section 4.

FINANCIAL REPORT:
Mr. Wilkinson stated that the cash flow is very consistent at $1.1M and expenditures are about the same.  He said that we have spent about $500,000.00 on the ongoing capital projects to meet EPA requirements and as we get to the end of the year, we will have a significant amount of carry over encumbrances because those projects won’t quite be done.  He said that the only other thing that stands out is the $25,000.00 pre-postage that we do with L&D Mail Masters that we buy in $25,000.00 chunks.     
NEW BUSINESS:
OLD BUSINESS:
1. Wes Christmas re: Clark Dietz Update
Mr. Christmas stated there is just under 600 ft. remaining on the Jacobs Creek sewer main installation so they are nearing the end on that and approaching Kamer Miller Road with their pipe installation.  He said that there is a contractual substantial completion date of September 29th with final completion at the end of October and even with the poor weather he thinks they should be able to meet the completion dates.  He also said that the capacity certification for the New Albany apartments which was formerly the Coyle property has been submitted to EPA and is in their hands for review and approval.

Mayor Gahan asked if he foresees any issues.

Mr. Christmas replied no.

Mayor Gahan asked about the credits on Georgetown.

Mr. Christmas stated that he would like to follow up with EPA on those outstanding credits and make a push for the things that the city is truly owed because we are dropping down near the 100,000 mark.
Mr. Wilkinson stated that the items that will be approved in the next two weeks for 2016 demonstrates that we are doing everything that will put us in compliance.
