THE SEWER BOARD MEETING OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM OF THE CITY-COUNTY BUILDING ON THURSDAY, JUNE 13, 2019 AT 9:15 A.M.  

PRESENT: Ed Wilkinson, member, Nathan Grimes, member and Mayor Gahan, President.  

ALSO PRESENT:  April Dickey, Linda Moeller, Rob Sartell, Larry Summers, Wes Christmas and Mindy Milburn
CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Grimes moved to approve the May 23, 2019 Regular Meeting Minutes, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.  
BIDS/CONTRACTS:
Eric Smith HWC – Wet weather Clarifiers project description and Bid Award
Mr. Smith stated that they received bids on May 23 for this project and wanted to give the board a brief background before making a recommendation. He explained that they were retained to complete a study in 2017 and based on their inspection of the clarifiers the best option was to replace them, but they did analyze the cost/benefit of rehabilitation and that was ultimately the recommended plan of action. He explained that included in the project that was bid out was to replace the drain lines, repairs on existing floors of the tanks, replacing 3 clarifier drives as well as some mandatory alternates. He recommended accepting the low base bid from Mitchell & Stark in the amount $1,041,592.85. He presented a Notice of Award to be signed today if the board accepts this bid. 

Mr. Sartell stated that he is good with the recommendation. 

Mr. Wilkinson moved to accept the low base bid package from Mitchell & Stark, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor. 

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Danielle Dresch, Heritage Engineering re: Sewer credits for Progressive Materials’ new industrial building


Ms. Dresch presented a construction plan sheet and explained that they will be connecting the office building and the industrial building. 

Mr. Grimes asked how many credits they are asking for. 

Mr. Sartell replied 925

Mr. Summers stated that the Board of Works has approved their curb cut for use of vehicles only and they have been before the Plan Commission. He added that based on the minimal amount of credits being requested he doesn’t see any issues with it. 
Mr. Grimes moved to approve, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.  
Mayor Gahan asked if she knows when construction will be done. 

Ms. Dresch stated that she isn’t sure but construction starts next month. 

2. O’ Reilly Automotive Stores re: Request for sewer credits for new retail store on Grant Line Road. 

Gene Robertson asked if they received the construction plans to review.
Mr. Sartell explained that he only has one copy of the sewer and plat plan but he will send out digital copies to the rest of the members. He added that they are requesting 180 credits. 
Mr. Summers explained that this has been reviewed by the Plan Commission and the Board of Works has approved the curb cut in the front.  
Mr. Grimes moved to approve, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

Mr. Sartell stated that this brings their remaining sewer credit balance to 63,000.
COMMUNICATIONS - PUBLIC:
Steve Whitney, New Directions Housing Corporation, explained that they are building a house at 1122 East Oak Street and they paid for the sewer tap charge and inspection in the amount of $1,650.00. He explained that they ended up doing $8,000.00 worth of work on the existing pipe to get it scoped and they are going to tap into that about 6 feet back on the property. He added that this is no longer a tap to the sewer so they are requesting a refund of the $1,600.00 of the tap fee to offset the $8,000.00 for ground work on the lot. 
Mr. Sartell explained that in 2012 the building at this location was removed and they purchased the property from the City with instructions to re-tap the sewer. He asked if they could review the existing tap to see if they could be reused and was told that if he removed the belly past the Y he could. He added that he is good with granting the refund. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked if the Y has been removed. 

Mr. Sartell explained that it has been rebuilt. He added that they are very reluctant to dig in this area because of the soil conditions so if they can use an existing tap they prefer it. 
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the refund of $1,600.00, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor. 

Krista Wells, stated that she was told plans were sent for 4706 Turnberry and they are requesting permission to extend the sewer up the street. 
Mayor Gahan asked Ms. Wells to get with Mr. Summers because no one on the board has received any plans. 
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:
FINANCIAL REPORT:
Mr. Wilkinson reported that revenue exceeded expenses by $50,000.00 but to-date they are under budget. 
OLD BUSINESS:
1. Clark Dietz Update 
Mr. Christmas, Basin 16,7,14 – he stated that the sewer improvements have been ongoing for the past year and they are wrapping these projects up. He explained that the largest remaining activity item is at the rear of the cemetery on Silver Street which they plan to have done by the end of next week. Daisy Lane Lift Station – he reported that they did a formal start up and everything is functioning/operating well. Silver Hills Slope Failure – he explained that they have looked at multiple options to stabilize and repair that failure including a Geopier system, a full dig-out with underdrain and a guardian retention system. He stated that the cheapest option was the guardian retention at roughly $600,000.00 and all of these options only address the failed area. He added that there is a significant amount of the sewer that runs on the side of that slope and there is a risk of other areas in the future failing. He stated that they have had a few discussions regarding these options but it is open to discussion if they want to go further. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked Mr. Christmas to give them materials on the guardian retention options and allow them to take a couple of weeks to look at that and any other possible adjustment before making a decision.  
Mayor Gahan asked how much disturbance there would be to the trees when they get in on the hill. 
Wes Christmas explained that the work would be focused in and around the sewer line area but in order to stabilize some of it that has already slid there would be some disruption. He added that the guardian retention system would limit the disruption. 

Mr. Summers explained that they used the same system over in the Binford Park Area so he is familiar with it. He added that they are looking at other mechanisms as well to address the entire line and would like to take some time to review all of the options. 
Mr. Wilkinson stated that Mr. Christmas has other maps to show the layout of the area and asked him to pass those out to the board. 
Mr. Sartell stated that 

Mr. Wilkinson move to accept information for review and to bring it back at the next meeting, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor. 

UTILITY REPORT:
Mr. Sartell presented the following wastewater utility monthly report Summary for March 2019
Influent / Effluent Quality

The treatment facility was above design limits for Influent flow 7 out of the first 16 days in March due to flood conditions from the Ohio River. This drastically effected the WWTP performance for pounds removal.

There were 17 grease trap inspections submitted.

Discount Labels had their discharge permit closed due to hauling their waste for disposal.
