THE SEWER BOARD MEETING OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM OF THE CITY-COUNTY BUILDING ON THURSDAY, JANUARY 23, 2020 AT 9:15 A.M.  

PRESENT: Ed Wilkinson, member and Nathan Grimes, member.  Mayor Gahan was absent
ALSO PRESENT:  April Dickey, Linda Moeller, Rob Sartell, Wes Christmas, Larry Summers and Mindy Milburn
CALL TO ORDER:
Ed Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES: 

Mr. Grimes moved to approve the January 09, 2020 Regular Meeting Minutes as amended, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
BIDS/CONTRACTS:
NEW BUSINESS:
1.  Jason Renn re: Plat approval and signature 
Mr. Renn explained that this is for a single house split from a parcel at 4017 Chapelbrook Lane. He stated that he has been through planning and zoning as well as the building commission and now he needs this board to sign off on the plat. 
Mr. Summers stated that this did go through BZA to get a variance and he doesn’t see any issue with it. 

Mr. Sartell stated that no credits are needed for a single family but they will need to pay the sewer tap fee. 

Mr. Grimes moved to approve Plat #1482 as presented, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

2. Jim Marcus re: Variance approval at 3033 Charlestown Crossing 

Mr. Marcus explained that J&S Builders are building two apartment buildings at 3031 & 3033 Charlestown Crossing Road. He stated that they have been working with Mr. Sartell on this project and have paid both tap fees and building permits. He explained that they are ready to start building and are requesting a variance for an 8 unit building on the fringe to be billed at the New Albany rate. He added that they are asking for a rebate or waiver of sewer fees for ~10,800.00. He stated that they have not had a survey done to determine exactness but their civil engineer shows the line going into the 8 unit building where all the plumbing is located. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked if they are half in the city and half out. 
Mr. Marcus stated that the lot is but the civil engineer said that the building is also partly in the city. He added that the sewer line that they need to tap into is right on the line. 
Mr. Sartell stated that for both buildings they paid a total of $47,640.75 and the building in question is for 8 EDU’s at $3,000.00/EDU. He added that if they were to go with the city rates it would be $13,200.00 so he is asking for a variance to waive the fringe tap fee rates. 
Mr. Grimes asked if they are tearing down the units

Mr. Summers stated that it burned down. 

Mr. Sartell stated that he doesn’t know if they need to do a variance or do a voluntary annexation. 

Mr. Summers stated that the cleanest way would be to do a voluntary annexation. 

Mr. Marcus stated that he has been instructed that annexation is not an option. 
Mr. Summers stated that in that case it is probably not an option to have a variance either. 
Mr. Sartell stated that it affects the tap-in rate plus the monthly fees. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked if the owner doesn’t want to annex

Mr. Marcus stated that he does not but he doesn’t know why. 

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the annexation process. 

Mr. Wilkinson added that they need to stay pretty close to what the regulations are on these types of requests.  
Mr. Grimes moved to table this item, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

COMMUNICATIONS - PUBLIC:

SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:
Mrs. Dickey presented a sewer adjustment request for Kenneth Irwin in the amount of $1,251.55 for a leak near the front of the house (sump pump backup was running. She explained that the water went out into the yard, the leak was repaired by Greenwell Plumping and their consumption is back to normal. Supporting documents are attached. 
Mr. Grimes moved to approve, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

FINANCIAL REPORT:
Mr. Wilkinson stated that everything is the same from the last report.

OLD BUSINESS:

1.   Clark Dietz 
Mr. Christmas, Sundance Drive – he reported that the work is wrapping up and they poured the driveway yesterday adding that there are still a few more restoration items, but the concrete driveway was the last big item. He added that the contractor did a really good job on this project and had to work in very tight quarters. Silver Hills – he reported that last week they installed ~780 feet of force main, tested and tied into the manhole where it is going to discharge, they have the concrete patch on the trench and today they are hoping to set the wet well for the lift station.

Mr. Sartell presented an easement for approval for the Community Montessori expansion project and explained that they had to relocate the tap lateral for one of the properties.
