THE SEWER BOARD MEETING OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM OF THE CITY-COUNTY BUILDING ON THURSDAY, FEBRUARY 13, 2020 AT 9:15 A.M.  

PRESENT: Ed Wilkinson, member, Nathan Grimes, member and Mayor Gahan.
ALSO PRESENT:  April Dickey, Linda Moeller, Rob Sartell, Shane Gibson, Wes Christmas, Larry Summers and Vicki Glotzbach
CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Grimes moved to approve the January 23, 2020 Regular Meeting Minutes, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
BIDS/CONTRACTS:
1.  Rob Sartell re: Change Order for EZ Construction Co., Inc.
Mr. Sartell stated that he has a change order for the phosphorus removal system project and explained that they had to extend the feedline to the chemical feed tank and in doing so, they had to add an outdoor eye wash and shower.  He said the change order is in the amount of $35,200.00.
Mr. Grimes stated that it says remote tank fill station.
Mr. Sartell stated that the tank is beside the building but they had to extend the line from the tank to a place that they can actually get the truck to.
Mr. Grimes asked if that is something that we requested them to do.

Mr. Sartell replied yes.
Mr. Grimes moved to approve, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

2.   Rob Sartell re: Quote from Xylem for Flygt equipment for New Albany-               Anderson Park Lift Station
Mr. Sartell stated that this is a quote for two pumps to replace existing pumps at the Anderson Softball Field pump station.  He said this has kind of fallen into a gray area because we thought the parks department was taking care of it and they thought we were taking care of it and it turns out that no one was really taking too good of care of it.  He explained that from the time that station was installed in the 1990s to now, they have adjusted the 100 year flood levels and this station’s control box is going under water when it floods like it has in the last two years.  He said that he is requesting approval for two pumps which will include the control panel and the control panel will actually move above the 100 year flood level when this project takes place.
Mr. Grimes asked if this is just equipment costs.
Mr. Sartell replied yes and stated that installation costs will be added to it.

Mr. Wilkinson asked who will be doing the work.
Mr. Sartell stated that Xylem will be doing it themselves.
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.
NEW BUSINESS:
1. Vitor Bueno re: Sewer Credit Application for The Village at Autumn Grove (Kenzig Road), a sewer credit application for 301 Mt Tabor Road and a sewer credit application for 2239 Charlestown Road. 502-779-0039
Mr. Brinkworth stated that he is representing Mr. Bueno on his project off of Kenzig Road.  He explained that they are adding 15 lots in the subdivision and he has designed a sewer line to go from Autumn Grove Circle over to the project site and then tie it in.   
Mr. Grimes asked if it has already been to plan commission for approval.

Mr. Brinkworth replied yes.

Mr. Grimes asked Mr. Sartell where that will put us credit wise.
Mr. Sartell stated that at the end of the day if everything is approved here today, it will bring our total down to 19,100 but we have 380,000 pending from the EPA.
Mr. Wilkinson asked if we have had any communication on those additional 380,000 credits.
Mr. Christmas stated that he has received a response from the EPA and they have asked for additional information and he is in the process of compiling that right now.  He said that they want a lot of details on the new projects that have been completed and some data showing that they have been effective.  He said that in his opinion, based on the Consent Decree and the language, we are due those credits.        

Mr. Wilkinson stated that we have enough discussions with new projects to blow that 380,000 halfway.
Mr. Christmas stated that in addition to the request for those credits we have also requested for the demonstration period to begin as well to just eliminate that.
Mr. Wilkinson asked if we are in any jeopardy of any penalty because we are getting the cart ahead of the horse. 

Mr. Christmas stated that he doesn’t think so because we do still have a credit balance remaining, plus he thinks that we should get a fairly prompt response especially on the credit request once we supply the additional information.  He added that the demonstration period is probably just a little more complicated. 
Mr. Grimes moved to approve the sewer credits for 4650 gallons per day for the Village at Autumn Grove LLP, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
Mr. Bueno stated that they also have a project at 2239 Charlestown Road where they are building a 24 unit apartment building.
Mr. Sartell stated that would be for 6,000 credits.
Mr. Grimes asked if that is for Max Real Estate.

Mr. Bueno replied yes.
Mr. Grimes moved to approve 6,000 sewer credits for Max Real Estate for a 24 unit apartment building at 2239 Charlestown Road, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Bueno stated that the third project is on Mt. Tabor Road and Progress Boulevard where they are building a 9,000 sq. ft. office building. 

Mr. Summers asked if he is making a request for a possible build out of that.  He said that the credits would depend on the configuration of how many offices are in there.
Mr. Sartell stated that it is calculated for 35 total employees.
Mr. Grimes stated that it is 700 sewer credits.
Mr. Grimes moved to approve 700 sewer credits for the office building at 301 Mt. Tabor Road, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.


2. Steve Triplett, Allterrain Paving & Construction re: Oak Street emergency sewer repair
Mr. Triplett stated that the bid was not to exceed $389,032.58.  He said his internal costs went over about $4,000.00 or $5,000.00 but he went ahead and honored the not to exceed price.  He stated the pipe bursting had a small change order in the amount of $15,750.00.  He said that the third line was bypass pumping and he did make a note at the time of bidding that he was going to charge $2,500.00 for additional pumping which covers the two pumps and the fuel but did lower that to $1,656.00 per day.  He explained that the bypass pumping was to be until November 18th but ran over 22 days so he is asking for $36,432.00.
Mr. Wilkinson asked if Mr. Christmas and Mr. Sartell were involved in the discussion on the $15,750.00 for the pipe bursting.
Mr. Christmas replies yes and stated that it was additional costs from the original scope which was to slip line those segments but due to the condition and blockages, it was determined the slip lining was not going to be effective so they had to change to pipe bursting.  He said that pipe bursting added additional costs because additional pits were excavated for that method that weren’t going to be necessary for the slip lining approach so that is where the bulk of that extra cost came from.
Mr. Wilkinson stated that the $389,032.58 not to exceed and our hiring of Clark Dietz to provide additional assistance in the project was extra costs for us.  He said that the approval of the $15,750.00 by Clark Dietz he can go along with but the $36,432.00 is inside the $389,032.58.

Mr. Triplett said he stated it in his bid that the price he was giving of $389,032.58 was to that date. 

Mayor Gahan asked Mr. Christmas if that was the way it was.  He said that the board is looking for some guidance.
Mr. Sartell stated that the $36,432.00 was outside of the numbers they were dealing with. 

Mr. Triplett stated that was a massive bid for him to give a number on and he honored it.  He said that his internal costs went over that but as a good businessman he honored the $389,032.58. 

Mr. Christmas requested that the board approve the $15,750.00 on top of the $389,032.58 and then he can follow up with the board to show the documentation that is there just so the board can see everything.
Mayor Gahan said he thinks that makes sense.

Mr. Triplett then passed around his copy of the bid with the note in it about by passing.
Mr. Summers stated that his recommendation to the board would be to approve the $15,750.00 for the pipe bursting and then take the other portion under advisement so that we can look it over and have legal look it over and have a chance to think about it.
Mr. Grimes moved to approve the not to exceed amount of $389,032.58 plus the $15,750.00 for the pipe bursting and to take the $36,432.00 under advisement, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Triplett stated that while they were paving Mr. Thompson came out and asked them to connect the cut down by the alley and cut at the intersection of Pearl Street.  He said that he always goes 15 ft. beyond the cut in his bid but Mr. Thompson didn’t want it cobbled up and wanted him to connect the two cuts.  He said that was another 64 ft. X 22 ft. in width and he wanted it milled down 1 ½ inches and paved to make it all one piece.  He said that came to $3,998.72 and he wanted to present that today as well for approval. 
Mr. Summers stated that he would take it under advisement but he does know that Mr. Thompson spoke with Mr. Triplett and made the request for additional paving.  He added that it is in conjunction with the policy that we take with all utilities to ensure that we have a better looking product at the final.   
Mr. Grimes moved to take this request under advisement, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

3. Jason Copperwaite re: Sewer Credits for 309 Spring Street, Form G Companies 
Mr. Copperwaite stated that he is present for the rehabilitation of the Centenary Church project and they are wanting to get started in March or April so he is requesting sewer credits for 10,790 gallons per day.
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the above request for credits, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.
4. Gary Brinkworth re: Sewer credits for project on Lawrence Banet Road
Mr. Brinkworth stated that they have another project they have been working on which consists of 32 lots on Lawrence Banet Road.  He said that it has been through planning and zoning and was approved.  He then requested 9,920 sewer credits.
Mr. Sartell stated that he doesn’t have any requests for sewer credits on this project at all.  He said that he thought he was going to ask permission to connect to our sewer.

Mr. Brinkworth stated that is correct.

Mr. Sartell stated that they never discussed how many credits were needed for this project.
Mr. Grimes asked where we are after that.
Mr. Sartell stated that we would be negative 3,000.

Mayor Gahan asked when the start date is going to be on this project.
Mr. Brinkworth stated it will be in the next month or so but it will take about three years to build out all of the homes.

Mr. Christmas asked Mr. Brinkworth if he would want to request 2/3 of the credits now and come back later for the other 1/3.
Mr. Wilkinson stated that he didn’t want to get ahead of the EPA and just get somebody mad.

Mr. Christmas stated that if he just requested 2/3 that would take us down to zero.
Mr. Summers stated that he would hate to halt all development in the city until we hear back from the EPA. 

Mayor Gahan stated that we can’t do that.

Mr. Sartell asked Mr. Brinkworth to send him 1/3 of what he needs and they will approve that which would be about 3,000 and that would leave us with about 6,000.
Mr. Summers stated that he would prefer that this request be taken under advisement so that we can have a couple of weeks until the next meeting to figure out our game plan for the credit allocation for this project.
Mr. Sartell stated that we are only talking two weeks.
Mr. Brinkworth stated that there is a little problem with that because they do want him to finish up and do the final planning.  He said that they would at least have approval of 1/3 knowing that the other 2/3 will be coming.
Mayor Gahan stated that they are going to have to table it and make a phone call and get back to him later in the day.  He also suggested going back and pulling old projects that are outstanding to see if there are any credits just sitting there.
Mr. Sartell stated that there is just one and he has to send them a certified letter letting them know that if they want to move forward they will have to reapply.

Mayor Gahan asked how many that one is.

Mr. Sartell stated 4,600.
Mr. Wilkinson moved to table this request and act on it as soon as they have enough information, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Wilkinson stated that the revenue started good for January and we finally got our lien money which will show up in February.  He added that Duke didn’t get their bill in on time so next month we will have two electric bills otherwise all other activity is right on budget.

OLD BUSINESS:

1.   Clark Dietz 
Mr. Christmas – Silver Hills Project – he stated that Allterrain completed the tying of the force main at the wet well and valve pit and have been working on the internal piping.  He said that they are prepping for the retaining wall that is going to go around where the new wet well sits at the end of the road.  He stated that upcoming activities are finishing out the retaining wall and begin working on electricals and controls at the station.  He then explained that the retaining wall was not a part of the original project but since it is on a hill, they had to build a retaining wall to get a flat area to install the station so there is a change order for approximately $9,000 something.  He said that there was not enough time to get in the packet for this meeting.
Mr. Summers recommended that the board authorize the staff to approve the change order not exceed $10,000.00.
Mr. Wilkinson moved to authorize the staff to approve the change order not to exceed $10,000.00, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.

Wet Weather Clarifier Rehab

 Current Progress (1/6/20 – 1/10/20) 
 Mitchell and Stark returned to the project this week and worked 2 days on Monday and Tuesday with a 3-man short crew. They grouted around the pressure relief valve in clarifier # 2 and placed several pieces of vertical steel on the new angle truss in the northwest corner of clarifier #2 and welded into place.

Silver Hills Slope Project/Dent Ave. Lift Station

• Monday Jan 6 –No work performed. 

• Tuesday Jan 7 –Contractor Mobilized onto jobsite and chose the proposed force main alignment laterally/horizontally, then saw cut and hoe rammed the proposed trench limits. 

• Wednesday Jan 8– Contractor began excavation for force main. Contractor had the wrong pipe delivered. Contractor directed to stop laying pipe until the correct type of pipe is delivered. Contractor took off at half day. 

• Thursday Jan 9 – Contractor potholed to locate two water services and determined that there is a water main directly in conflict with the proposed trench limits along Highland Ave. These lines had not been located by IAW when the job was initially located and were not shown on the plans. We worked with the contractor to find a suitable location within the pavement for the force main and came up with a solution for them to move forward. There was no loss of time as there was no suitable pipe material on site to install. Contractor took off at half day. 

• Friday Jan 10 – Contractor moved over approximately 2.50 ft. toward the centerline from the originally proposed trench sawcut and re-sawed the new trench limit along Highland Ave. Contractor also hoe rammed the newly proposed trench limits to aid with pavement removal. 

• Monday 01/13 – APC began to install 4” PVC force main. Installed 180ft.

• Tuesday 01/14 –APC installed 180ft./4”PVC force main.

• Wednesday 01/15– APC installed 180ft./4”PVC force main.

• Thursday 01/16 – APC finished installing 4”PVC force main. Installed 180ft./720ft. to date.

• Friday 01/17 –APC pressure tested the force main. It passed @100p.s.i. for 2 hours.

• Monday 01/20 –APC did trench repair/restore. Concrete poured to the top.

• Tuesday 01/21 –APC did trench repair/restore. Concrete poured to the top.

• Wednesday 01/22 –APC cored and installed the last stick of 4”-PVC force main into the existing manhole at the end project along Highland Ave. APC made the first tie-in to an existing manhole. APC finished the trench restore for what is currently open.

• Thursday 01/23– APC excavated and installed the wet well 1 and valve vault 1 structures for the lift station.

• Friday 01/24 –APC did general clean up and staged ductile iron pipe at the lift station.

• MONDAY 1/27/20 APC sawcut, hoe rammed, excavated the trench, prepped and installed 93l LF of 4” PVC force main. This gets us within “one stick” away from valve vault 1.

• TUESDAY 1/28/20 APC installed ductile iron pipe, and valves into valve vault 1 and wet well 1. CCC (coring subcontractor) cored valve vault 1 for outlet. Placement was wrong. Will need re-cored.

• WEDNESDAY 1/29/20 APC installed ductile iron pipe, and valves into valve vault 1 and wet well 1.

• THURSDAY 1/30/20 No work performed by APC, as half the crew called in.

• FRIDAY 1/31/20 APC installed ductile iron pipe and valve to valve vault 1 and wet well 1.
