THE SEWER BOARD MEETING OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD VIA ZOOM.COM ON THURSDAY, MAY 14, 2020 AT 9:15 A.M.  

PRESENT: Ed Wilkinson, member and Nathan Grimes, member and Mayor Gahan, President.
ALSO PRESENT:  April Dickey, Linda Moeller, Rob Sartell, Shane Gibson, Larry Summers and Vicki Glotzbach
CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the April 23, 2020 Regular Meeting Minutes with corrections, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.
BIDS/CONTRACTS:

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Approval of plat

Mr. Gibson asked if anyone has any information on this.

Mrs. Glotzbach stated that she thought it was a plat for Vincennes Street Town Homes so she requested a copy of the plat for the board from Mr. Chad Sprigler but never received one. 

Mr. Gibson suggested tabling this until the next meeting to see if information is provided.

Mr. Grimes moved to table this item until more information is received, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
COMMUNICATIONS - PUBLIC:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mr. Gibson stated that as we are dealing with this pandemic, there is always this essential versus nonessential discussion.  He explained that we have sewer credits that normally the board awards, however, he is requesting a resolution authorizing the director and his office to review any and all sewer credit requests and to award those at this point.  He said the director will report back to the board and as soon as the pandemic and emergency orders are over, that will just revert back to the way we have done it in the past.  He stated that at last count we had approximately 380,000 credits and this will allow businesses to keep functioning and construction to keep moving without delay.

Mr. Wilkinson stated that if there something extraordinary that comes up in someone’s request, he might make a phone call to double check it.

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the review by the sewer director to approve credits with exceptions to be brought before the board, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.

Mayor Gahan thanked the board, Mr. Sartell, Mr. Gibson and Mr. Summers because we wouldn’t be in this position if we hadn’t hustled to get those credits approved.  He said that we would be in a very tough spot had we not gotten those approved and appreciates everyone’s work on making that happen.    
SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:

Mrs. Dickey presented a leak adjustment request for Cash America Management LP in the amount of $18,638.25.  She explained that they had two months of really high bills due to a leak in the main line on the utility side of the meter.  She said that their consumption has gone back down to normal.  Supporting documents are attached.
Mr. Wilkinson asked if they have paid any money on that.

Mrs. Dickey stated that they have just been making regular payments of what they normally pay.  She said that they are technically current but just have a big balance because the adjustment hasn’t gone through yet.

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.
Mrs. Dickey presented a leak adjustment request for Gary and Colleen Barrigar in the amount of $2,165.71.  She explained that their leak occurred at the PVC connection to the copper pipe in the house wall and the water went under the house to the sump pump and then out into the yard.  She said that their consumption has gone back down to normal.  Supporting documents are attached.

Mr. Grimes moved to approve, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Mrs. Dickey presented a leak adjustment request for Joshua Kelly in the amount of $3,704.58.  She explained that he said it was the fire protection sprinkler system inside of his home.  Supporting documents are attached.

Mr. Grimes asked where the water went.

Mrs. Dickey said that the plumbing bill said that they found leaks inside the house and had to cut the ceiling and they found leaks in the sprinkler system and on the lavatory to the right of the whirlpool.  She said that she would imagine that the water went into the floor since they had to cut the ceiling.

Mr. Wilkinson stated that he had a lot of the same questions because there seemed to be a little bit of contradicting information in there.  He said those bathroom leaks go into the system and we don’t know how much was the sprinkler leak and how much was the bathroom leak.
Mrs. Dickey stated that she would get back with the customer and see if he will provide some more information.   
Mr. Grimes moved to table this item until they could get more information, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

FINANCIAL REPORT:

Mr. Wilkinson reported that our revenue is holding up really well and is only down like $60,000.00 which is 1.5% from normal.  He said all of the other expenses are completely right inside of the budget and we are underspending about 4% so it’s a very ordinary report this month.  He added that the insurance draw is the full budget number for the year and he is assuming that there may be some extraordinary activity going on in that line.

Mr. Gibson stated that is possible and he will get an update on that.

UTILITY REPORT:

Mr. Sartell stated that he will have a couple of months of reports to give to the board for the next meeting but everything is going well as far as plant operations.

Mayor Gahan asked him to give a quick rundown on how all of his people are doing.

Mr. Sartell stated that everything is going well and they had one family that had to do a 14-day self-quarantine but it just turned out to be a common cold and nothing to be concerned about.  He said they are rotating a small staff between 6 and 7 and are doing their preventative maintenance in the sewer as far as flushing hot spots.  He stated that they have had about 3 emergency repairs but other than that, his staff is holding up well and he is very proud of them.

Mayor Gahan said that is good news.
