THE SEWER BOARD MEETING OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD VIA ZOOM.COM ON THURSDAY, JUNE 25, 2020 AT 9:15 A.M.  

PRESENT: Ed Wilkinson, member and Nathan Grimes, member and Mayor Gahan, President.

ALSO PRESENT:  April Dickey, Sandy Boofter, Rob Sartell, Shane Gibson, Larry Summers, Wes Christmas and Vicki Glotzbach
CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Grimes moved to approve the June 11, 2020 Regular Meeting Minutes, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
BIDS/CONTRACTS:
NEW BUSINESS:
1.  Steve Triplett, AllTerrain re: Change Order for Bank and Pearl Project
Mr. Triplett explained that he knows there has been a lot of conversation surrounding this project but from his standpoint he was very open and explicit. He stated that he was not to exceed $389,000.00 which he did honor and added that there was an additional $15,750.00 but that was when the board decided to go ahead and address the pipe going west when the initial bid was only going east. He explained that he did have a notation two different times in his bid that the quote for bypass pumping was up until a certain date and they went beyond that date. He stated that the biggest part of the reason that they went beyond that date was because of the change going west which included the decision to do so and waiting to get more materials. He explained that the entire time this project was going he had the bypass pumps going and was unable to turn them off and as of right now he is still owed $36,432.00 and the interest on that between December until now is $3,233.00. He added that the not to exceed bid also noted that the pumping would be $2,645.00 a day for each additional day after the 18th but he dropped that down to $1,656.00 a day trying to be fair with the city, so he wasn’t trying to make money one someone else’s back but it has been seven months and this needs to be taken care of. 
Mr. Wilkinson stated that he would needs to review all of Mr. Triplett’s paperwork and the best way to do that would be in a live meeting so his personal preference would be table that until then. 

Mr. Triplett stated that he sent confidential/detailed information with the invoice that was ~20 pages detailing labor, material and the cost of every move they made and now seven months later he is being asked to do this again. 

Mr. Grimes stated that he thought at one point in time they were waiting for Mr. Gibson and the engineer to review to details and give them a recommendation.  

Mayor Gahan apologized to Mr. Triplett and stated that unfortunately with everything going on he believes this may have fell through the cracks. He stated that they will discuss this and come right back to him as soon as possible. 

Mr. Triplett stated that they did discuss it at a meeting and the item was tabled because some people thought that the additional funds should have been part of the $389,000.00. He added that they met again after the meeting and he was paid immediately, which he appreciated, but they held out on the additional for the bypass pumping. He stated that he understands that they have been operating during an epidemic but he has incurred $8,928.00 in interest on past due items and it has been hard on his business. He added that there was an emergency repair that was done for the city and his company wasn’t even invited to the table to bid on it and he feels like it was because they are mad at him because he is asking for money that he believes he is due. 
Mr. Christmas stated that they did review the documentation that AllTerrain provided to them and came back to the group with their interpretation of the documents but he can’t speak for Mr. Gibson. 
Mayor Gahan stated that Mr. Triplett’s points are well taken and they need to follow up and why there is a bottle neck with this. He asked Mr. Christmas if he knew what the delay was. 
Mr. Christmas stated that he can’t answer that question but they did review the documents and concurred with the statement that Mr. Triplett made regarding the indication on the proposal that bypass pumping was to a specific date and there was an extension beyond that date for the reasons he noted. He added that they did relay their findings to Mr. Sartell but he can’t speak to Mr. Gibson’s findings. 
Mr. Grimes asked if they can table this until the next meeting and get Mr. Gibson, Mr. Christmas and Mr. Triplett all together so they can figure this out. 

Mr. Triplett asked if that would be in person or via Zoom. 

Mayor Gahan stated that by the next meeting it should be in-person as the building is supposed to open up on the 6th 

Mr. Summers stated that the next meeting will be July 11. 

Mayor Gahan stated that they will resolve it then. 

Mr. Triplett stated that he was trying to be a fair contractor and deducted and asked if everyone was clear on what he was asking for going forward. He apologized for being upset but stated that if they were in his shoes they would probably be upset too. 

Mr. Christmas added that the next meeting is on the 9th not the 11th.  

Mr. Triplett stated that he is going to be out of town for that meeting and asked if they could resolve this before the meeting. 

Mayor Gahan stated that he thinks so but he will have Mr. Gibson call him back today to work out a date for them to all get tougher to discuss the details. 
COMMUNICATIONS - PUBLIC:
Jason Copperwaite, Paul Primavera explained that he submitted a plat for the additional lot that Shireman Real-estate Development is purchasing at the Perdue Research Park. He stated that they were slated to get that approved from the Plan Commission back in March or April and then COVID hit so it was delayed and they just had their first meeting last week. He explained that they are now trying to get this plat recorded so he can move forward with the project and asked for the board’s approval. 

Mr. Summers stated that he has reviewed this and recommended approval. 

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor. 

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:
Mrs. Dickey presented an adjustment request for David Eplion in the amount of $2650.10 for a leak in the main line. She explained that the water went into the yard, the leak was repaired by Danhauer Plumbing and the consumption is back to normal. Supporting documents are attached. 

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor. 
FINANCIAL REPORT:
Mr. Wilkinson reported that the billing that went out on the 23rd was for $1,124,000.00 and that is right inside of their regular revenue stream of billing.
