THE SEWER BOARD MEETING OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD VIA ZOOM.COM ON THURSDAY, JULY 9, 2020 AT 9:15 A.M.  

PRESENT: Ed Wilkinson, member and Mayor Gahan, President. Nathan Grimes was absent
ALSO PRESENT:  April Dickey, Sandy Boofter, Rob Sartell, Shane Gibson, Larry Summers, Adam Dickey, Warren Nash Wes Christmas and Mindy Milburn
CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:19 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the June 25, 2020 Regular Meeting Minutes, Mayor Gahan second, all voted in favor. 
BIDS/CONTRACTS:

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Clark Dietz re: Change Order No 5 Re: Silver Hills Emergency Repair

Mr. Christmas presented Change Order No. 5 for the Silver Hills Emergency Repair Project in the amount of $11,941.28. He explained that they previously discussed this manhole going from four foot to five foot in diameter and this is the formal change order. He added that this did include an additional manhole to accommodate the needs of the owner. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked if the credit is on the manhole at the lift station. 
Mr. Christmas explained that it was the elimination of a drop manhole and conversion to a standard manhole but he can’t tell him which specific one it is. 
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mayor Gahan second, all voted in favor. 

COMMUNICATIONS - PUBLIC:

Pam Gadjen, 214 Highland Avenue - she explained that they were on the June 11 agenda with a request regarding a potential Airbnb above their garage.  She stated that they are trying to get a permit but waiting because that is contingent upon approval by this board. She added that they did inform her that they would like to meet in person but because it has gone on a while, she was wondering if they could do this by Zoom. She stated that she would be happy to give a Zoom tour or in-person tour.
Mayor Gahan asked Mr. Summers for his thoughts.
Mr. Summers stated that his only concern is the potential of separate living units sharing the same tap in if for some reason the lot was subdivided in the future. He added that if she is going to tap in directly to the sewer main then he doesn’t have an issue. 

Mrs. Gadjen stated that are on 1/3 of acre so she doesn’t see that as a possibility. 
Mr. Wilkinson explained that the ordinance calls for every separate building to have a separate line and they have basically eliminated the y connections in every situation they could. He stated that the future downstream ownership of property is always a concern and his position is in line with following the ordinance. 
Mrs. Gadjen stated that there is already water and sewer hooked to the garage and she can’t imagine the cost to put in a separate sewer system. 
Mr. Wilkinson stated that unfortunately this would be the cost of doing business. 

Mayor Gahan explained that what she is requesting is in conflict to the ordinance but her earlier email asked for a hookup, and what the board is saying is that it is going to take more than that to get her where she needs to be.
Mrs. Gadjen stated that originally in May when they had a conversation with the City, it was to get an exception to this requirement. 
Mayor Gahan stated that this is not what her email said so they are basing their discussion on that. He added that he doesn’t think it is a good idea to make an exception today.  
Mrs. Gadjen stated that she is not asking for a decision today they are just asking to get back on the agenda and possibly present by Zoom because she thinks she can show them anything they would need to see. She explained that they have done some work and they can’t get electric or plumbing approved until they get the building permit approved. 
Mayor Gahan asked who she has been in contact with the city.
Mrs. Gadjen replied Russ Seagraves. She stated that they filled out paperwork to get a building permit and to start the Airbnb. 
Mr. Summers explained that they won’t issue a building permit until the requirement for the sewer is taken care of. 

Mr. Sartell asked if the garage is connected to water and sewer through the home. 

Mrs. Gadjen replied yes. 

Mr. Wilkinson reiterated that a separate building calls for a separate hookup and they have worked hard to eliminate double connections throughout the city. He added that maintenance of two services going through one pipe has been a nightmare for years. He stated that he isn’t saying that she can’t do it, but she will need to follow the ordinance. 
Mrs. Gadjen stated that she is just asking to get back on the agenda. 

Mayor Gahan stated that they can get her on the agenda but she just needs to keep that in mind going ahead. 

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:

Mrs. Dickey presented an adjustment request for JoNel Neal in the amount of $1,662.72 for a leak in the service line under the sink. She explained that the water went into the crawlspace, the leak was repaired by Jefferson Plumbing and consumption is back to normal. Supporting documents are attached.  
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mayor Gahan second, all voted in favor. 

Mrs. Dickey presented an adjustment request for Lori & Robert Vernia in the amount of $2,442.69 for a leak in the kitchen under a concrete slab. She explained that the water went into the ground under the kitchen/yard, the leak was repaired by Brian Scroggins Plumbing and consumption is back to normal. Supporting documents are attached.  
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mayor Gahan second, all voted in favor. 

FINANCIAL REPORT:

Mr. Wilkinson reported that they are staying at a normal level with revenue at $1.5M and expenses at $1M so they are running about 1% below normal but they did receive a large tap in this month that helps the balance.

Mayor Gahan informed the board that Mr. Gibson is working on this. 

OLD BUSINESS:

1.   Clark Dietz 

Mr. Christmas, Silver Hills – he reported that the contractor received the manholes and is anticipating to start on Monday. He added that they are working with the owner to remove some belongings from the garage that is going to be demoed. 
Mayor Gahan asked if this has been communicated to Mike Hall or Mr. Gibson. 

Mr. Christmas stated that Mr. Gibson is aware because there has been ongoing settlement talks with them regarding this property. He added that they have been dealing directly with the property owner on a regular basis. 
Mayor Gahan asked him to send Mr. Gibson a note that they are going to start work on Monday. 
UTILITY REPORT:

Mr. Sartell reported that the large tap fee that they received this month was for Monon Crossing Apartments and they have another one at Stone Crest. He stated that between those two, they have allocated ~100,000 in credits with plenty to spare. He reported that everyone at the plant and collection system is healthy and the plant is operating exceptionally well.
