THE SEWER BOARD MEETING OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD VIA ZOOM.COM ON THURSDAY, AUGUST 13, 2020 AT 9:15 A.M.  

PRESENT: Ed Wilkinson, member, Nathan Grimes, member and Mayor Gahan, President. 

ALSO PRESENT:  April Dickey, Linda Moeller, Rob Sartell, Larry Summers, Wes Christmas and Vicki Glotzbach
CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Grimes moved to approve the July 23, 2020 Regular Meeting Minutes, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
BIDS/CONTRACTS:
1.  Rob Sartell re: Quotes for the Autumn Hills Emergency Sewer Repair

Mr. Sartell presented three quotes for this project that has been classified as an emergency, but it is a non-emergency. He added that they have been working on it for about a year and involved a repair for an exposed line. 
Allterrain Paving & Construction

Mr. Grimes asked if they were just covering up an exposed pipe. 

Mr. Sartell stated that the pipe is exposed in the creek and reminded the board that he sent a photo along with the quotes of the location. 

Mr. Wilkinson asked Mr. Sartell if he has a recommendation. 


Mr. Sartell recommended going with the low bid.  

Mr. Wilkinson asked Mr. Christmas if he had any comments. 

Mr. Christmas stated that he didn’t personally review the quotes but their staff did and they put the bid package together. He explained that all of the documents for all of the bids were found to be in-order and responsive. 

Mr. Grimes moved to accept and approve the low bid of $51,900.00 from Allterrain Paving & Construction, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
NEW BUSINESS:
1. Pamela & Rick Gadjen: Sewer tap for AIRBNB 812-225-0233
Mrs. Gadjen explained that they are hoping to put an Airbnb above their garage and are requesting an exception to the requirement to install a separate sewer line. She stated that she sent in a packet of information for the board to review before the meeting and asked if they have any questions.  
Mr. Grimes stated that he doesn’t really have any issue and asked if the garage is already on the sewer. 

Rick Gadjen replied yes. 


Mrs. Gadjen stated that it is connected to the house. 

Mr. Wilkinson stated that the drawing that she sent doesn’t show a bathroom. 

Mrs. Gadjen stated that it is on the drawing, straight up and across from the stairs. 

Mr. Wilkinson stated that all he is seeing is laundry and storage. 

Mr. Gadjen stated that the photo must have cut it off but it is across from the stairs. 

Mr. Wilkinson asked what he request is from this board. 

Mrs. Gadjen stated that she was told that they might have to install a separate sewer line and they are asking for a variance from that. 

Mr. Wilkinson stated that the ordinance and the rules that they have to comply with requires a separate sewer line for a separate building. He added that he realizes that she is of the opinion that they won’t ever sell that building but if they sell their home the building would be part of it. He stated that the location and layout is very attractive and they would be in favor of anyone starting a new business but the rules that everyone in the city has to follow is the same and it is a requirement from the state that they have a separate sewer line. He explained that they city can be cited if they don’t follow regulations so while they don’t have any issues with her turning this into an Airbnb they will need her to install a separate line. 
Mrs. Gadjen stated that the business is limited to the one bed so it will not expand to anything larger. 

Mr. Gadjen added that the building would never be sold separately than the house. 

Mrs. Gadjen asked if they are saying they don’t have any leeway to give a variance. 

Mr. Wilkinson stated that a lot of people come to the board with fairly unique arrangements but they have to follow the rules of the state and try to anticipate any future issues. He added that he understands where they are coming from and that it is a challenge cost-wise and he is sympathetic but they have to enforce the same rules that are required of everyone. 

Mayor Gahan asked Mr. Sartell if he wanted to speak to this request from an operational standpoint. 


Mr. Sartell explained that if there was a problem between the house and the garage they would have no access to it so it would fall to the homeowner. He added that the only variances that the board has approved in the past is if the garage sits directly behind the house and there was no access to the sewer in front of the property.  
Mayor Gahan thanked them for coming to the board but explained that they would be unable to move forward on approving their request for a variance and they would be required to install a separate sewer line. 
2.   Phil Jones re: Jones Minor Plat
Daniel Grimes, Renaissance Design Build Inc, explained that Mr. Jones bought this property on County Line Road and proposed to split into three separate properties. He stated that Sellersburg is not going to provide the sewer access since it is over 1000 feet away so they are requesting approval from this board to approve the sewer line with the installation of grinder pumps and a force main to the manhole at the intersection of County Line, Victoria Drive and Dover Woods Drive. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked how many outlets there are. 

Mr. Grimes stated that there will be three houses but they will be building one house every year for the next few years. 

Mr. Summers explained that Mr. Wilkinson is asking if there will be three laterals tying into one force main that goes into the system or some other setup. 

Nathan Grimes explained that it will be three individual grinder pumps attached to one force main line.  
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the extension to service three lots/outlets, Mayor Gahan second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Grimes who abstained. 
COMMUNICATIONS - PUBLIC:
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
1. Larry Summers re: Geotechnical work on Oak Street
Mr. Summers explained that he has been working with Clark Dietz who has reached out on their behalf to S&ME to do some geotechnical investigation of Oak Street in the section where they just replaced the sewer behind the post office and adjacent blocks. He stated that the cost for the work is $9,400.00 for the exploration with an additional $2,900.00 for flagging if it is required. He explained that because there is potential to push this over the $10,000.00 limit they are requesting approval from the board. 

Mr. Grimes stated that he thinks that this is good due-diligence on the city’s part. 

Mr. Grimes moved to approve, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
2. Larry Summers re: Allterrain Additional payment for pump-around

Mr. Summers stated that they had a request for Allterrain to receive additional payment for some pump-around that they had incurred cost for outside of the lump sum amount that was quoted. He explained that they have reviewed this internally and with Mr. Christmas and they conclude that Allterrain is owned the funds in the amount of $36,432.00 for bypass pumping which does not include the request of $3.233.96 in 

Interest.   

Mr. Grimes added that Mr. Gibson also reviewed this and agreed that the money was owed to Allterrain. 
Mr. Grimes moved to approve the payment to Allterrain in the amount of $36,432.00, Mayor Gahan second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Wilkinson who abstained. 
SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:
FINANCIAL REPORT:
Mr. Wilkinson reported that the received the lien settlement for the May tax cycle in the amount of $289,000.00, they took in $1.4M and spent $1M. He stated that they are running ~1% short of revenue for the year but they are ~15% below budget on expenses. 
TABLED ITEMS:
OLD BUSINESS:
1. Clark Dietz
Mr. Christmas – Silver Hills – he reported that the contractor has begun laying the gravity sewer portion of the project and they are a little over halfway complete with that work. He stated that assuming the weather cooperates this should be wrapped up by the end of August. Smoke Testing – he reported that he has been working with Mr. Sartell and his staff to do plan additional smoke testing out in the sewer system around the McLean Lift Station (primarily the neighborhoods around Mona Vista, Clifton and Silver Slate) to identify infiltration or inflow sources that allows clear water to get into he sewer system. He explained that if the board approves the request to move forward their target is to begin the work the week of August 31 and stated that they would put out door hangers on all the homes that would be in the testing area the prior week. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked what the cost estimate is for this testing. 

Mr. Christmas stated that he doesn’t know the number off the top of his head but they approved a contract in January or February but they were unable to do the work until now. He estimated that it will be 3-5 days of work so it isn’t a large amount but he will get them the exact number after the meeting. 

Mayor Gahan stated that they will get a lot of calls when the works starts so he really appreciates the update.
