CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.

Mr. Grimes moved to approve the August 13, 2020 Regular Meeting Minutes, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
BIDS/CONTRACTS:
NEW BUSINESS:
1. Plat Approval for Villages of Valley View

Mr. Sartell explained that this is an FYI for the board to let them know that the plat for this project was approved by the Floyd County Plan Commission and will be presented to this board for signing at a later date. 
Mr. Grimes asked Mr. Sartell if he is going to send out a copy of the plat for the board to review because he hasn’t seen it. 

Mr. Sartell stated that he has a copy and he can send it to them.

SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:
Mrs. Dickey presented an adjustment request for Joy Weddle Creps in the amount of $1,397.76 for a leak in the meter and a leak at the back of the house. She explained that the water went into the yard, the leak was repaired by Paul G Kulp (maintenance man) and consumption is back to normal. Supporting documents are attached. 

Mr. Grimes moved to approve, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

Mrs. Dickey presented an adjustment request for Roger Chastain in the amount of $2,580.48 for a leak in the water heater located above the utility room. She explained that the water went down into the crawl space and out into the yard, the leak was repaired by the homeowner and consumption is back to normal. Supporting documents are attached. 
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve with a notation that it is on the edge of the approved dating six month interval, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor. 

Mrs. Dickey presented an adjustment request for Emily Trinkle in the amount of $2,077.44 for a leak in the main line between the house and the meter. She explained that the water went into the yard, the leak was repaired by Greenwell Plumbing and consumption is back to normal. Supporting documents are attached. 
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor. 

FINANCIAL REPORT:
Mr. Wilkinson reported that the July billing went out on the 24th was $1.2M and is within $10,000.00 of what the monthly average is and everything else stayed the same.  

TABLED ITEMS:
OLD BUSINESS:

1. Clark Dietz

Mr. Christmas, Silver Hills – he reported that there hasn’t been much activity last week and this week but they anticipate being back on Monday with ~ 400 feet of gravity sewer remaining to be put down. He stated that over the next 2-4 weeks this project should be entirely complete. Smoke Testing Basin 16 – he reported that the notifications/door hangers are being distributed today and tomorrow and the actual work should take place next Tuesday or Wednesday (weather permitting). 
Mr. Wilkinson asked about the manholes on Silver Hills and if there is any difference from one to the next. 

Mr. Christmas explained that manholes are generally made of standard sections but depending on the height of the structure there might be one that is a different height along with the standard ones to get the correct elevation. He added that sometimes they use adjusting rings at the top to ensure the rim elevation meets what is needed. He stated that they have had to correct a couple in the past and if they aren’t installed correctly they will make sure that they are. He reported that after the last meeting Mr. Sartell observed that the grass around the lift station in the area has significantly grown out so it is his understanding that they did go cut the grass and trim it up.
