PRESENT: Ed Wilkinson, member, Nathan Grimes, member and Mayor Gahan, President.

CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the November 12, 2020 Regular Meeting Minutes, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor. 
BIDS/CONTRACTS:

2020 Wastewater Master Plan Update – Phase I

Mr. Christmas explained that the contract was sent to them via email for their consideration and has been reviewed by Mr. Sartell and Mr. Gibson. He asked if they had any questions. 
Mr. Wilkinson stated that he reviewed the document and it outlines extensively what their intent is.
Mr. Grimes stated that it was time to have this updated for the next 20 years and it is a fairly common practice.  He added that he didn’t see any issues and it covered all the items that it needed to. 

Mayor Gahan stated that it looks like Mr. Sartell is having trouble getting into the meeting and asked Mr. Christmas if he has anything to add. 

Mr. Christmas explained that Mr. Sartell has reviewed and had input on the contract several times and added that since the last update of the Master Plan the City has done a lot of work to complete all the capital projects that were in the last plan. He stated that this is a refresh and looking ahead at what needs to be done in the next 20 years. 
Mayor Gahan added that he just received a call from Mr. Sartell to verbally confirm that he is okay with approving the new plan. 
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor. 
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Jason Sams re: Will serve letter from Aqua Indiana and property map

Mr. Sams explained that arc is in contract to purchase 6671 Highway 150 and a property map showing the lots was included in their packets for review. He stated that he has been working with Aqua American, which is the sewer utility operator in the adjacent subdivision, but this property is not in their service area. He explained that he is working to get sewers for this area for a future project and was directed to this board to see if they would release this property into the Aqua American Service district. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked if the three lots on the map represent three different businesses that will be going in. 
Mr. Sams stated that there could be but they aren’t completely sure what is going in. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked Mr. Christmas how far this is from their current service area. 

Mr. Christmas stated that he believes the closest line that they have would be at Highlander Point which would be about 3 miles. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked if it is inside Galena city limits at all. 

Mr. Sams stated that it is and just bordered Aqua America’s service district. He added that his closest manhole location is to the left of lot 2. 

Mr. Grimes stated that he isn’t aware of any current plans to extend the sewer to this area.  

Mr. Christmas stated that they have plans to extend service down Old Vincennes Road but it would be close to a mile from the locations that Mr. Sams is referencing. 

Mayor Gahan stated that he would like to get this reviewed by the legal department and asked how soon he needs an answer on this. 

Mr. Sams stated that his inspection period ends in the next couple of weeks. 

Mayor Gahan stated that shouldn’t be an issue and they will get this reviewed by legal and let him know. 

Mr. Grimes moved to table the request to be reviewed by the legal department, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

MONDAY 7/27/20- No work performed. 
• TUESDAY 7/28/20- STR# 2 and STR# 3 were set and pipe between the two was installed. However, APC never requested a stakeout from Clark Dietz and used old stakes from the easement acquisition phase of the project, before the alignment was finalized. These structures and pipe will have to be reset in the proper locations. They left early and I set the proper stakes for the contractor to use. 
• WEDNESDAY 7/29/20- APC re-set STR# 2, ran their pipe using a pipe level, then set STR# 3 with elevation according to where the pipe was. Then they checked the elevation of STR# 3 with an optical level and benchmarks and found the structure to be very low. They left for the day while I tried to figure out where the problem was coming from. 
• THURSDAY 7/30/20- No work performed. Rain day. 
• FRIDAY 7/31/20- No work performed. Rain day. Contractor and RPR confirmed elevations. Found that STR# 3 was set 0.8’ low. The stretch of pipe from STR# 2 to STR# 3 is 78’. I think they must have set the pipe level at 2.0% instead of the 3.0% called for by the plans. Fortunately, there is still plenty of fall to make the system work. They are going to use a riser ring to get the rim elevation of STR# 3 correct and steepen the next run of pipe to get back to plan elevations at STR# 4.
