THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, HELD A REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM OF THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON THURSDAY, SEPTEMBER 2, 2010 AT 7:30 P.M.

The meeting of the New Albany City Council was called to order by President John Gonder at 7:30 p.m.  The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mrs. Garry addressed the council and informed that she is here tonight with the salary ordinances for the unions and the non-bargaining unit employees. She informed them that the salaries are the same from last year and the only difference is that this year goes back to 26 pays rather than 27 pays.
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the possibility of having to raise the union salaries.

Mr. Coffey stated that in the past Mrs. Garry never missed a publication of an additional appropriation and they have missed two since she isn’t doing them. He asked if maybe she should take over them again so it could free up more time for Mr. Lorch to take care of the other council issues that are on his plate. 
Mr. Lorch stated that it is his understanding that Mrs. Garry was always the one that did these and there were just a couple in particular that he was asked to do. He stated that he is not aware of any arrangement that said he would do them from now on but it might be something that he needs to follow up with on with Mrs. Garry to clarify. 
Mrs. Garry stated that in the past she always published and advertised the appropriations and she just thinks there is some confusion about the number of days they have to advertise and it seems less complicated to let her know if they are going to have an additional appropriation so that she can get it into the paper on time.

Jerry Finn, Director of the Horse Director, stated that when people come together great things can happen. He used the YMCA as an example of those great things. He discussed the Small Business Loan Program that was created due to the fact that they recognized that the Y would not bring downtown alive on its own. 

Greg Sekula, Indiana Landmarks, spoke on the ordinance to amend the Historic Preservation Commission. He stated that he understands that this ordinance will add a council member and a voting member to the commission and he welcomes that added involvement by the council. 
Amy Weatherford, expressed her thanks to the council for publically speaking out against the tolls. She stated that they show great concern for their citizens, especially the ones that commute back and forth to work. 

Shawn Riley, Say No to Bridge Tolls, thanked the council for coming out publically against bridge tolls. He informed them that because of their statement against the tolls the Louisville Alderman now have a resolution before for them regarding this issue. 
Randall Wilsalt spoke in favor of the ordinance to amend the Historic Preservation Commission.

Mr. Gahan asked for clarification that if this is the same salaries doesn’t that mean that they will need an additional $1.8M next year to shore this up.
Mrs. Garry stated that if they don’t pass some kind of appropriation then they will need more than the $1.8M and if all goes as planned with the program Mr. Gibson presented to them it will be $1.2M. 
Mr. Price asked what would happen if they kept letting that run up. 

Mrs. Garry stated that she spoke with the DLGF and really didn’t get an answer on that but was told that they would not come in and set their budget for them. 
Mrs. Benedetti stated that this is very serious and not something to take lightly. 

Mr. Caesar stated that they will not let his run up and he appreciates all the efforts from the administration to achieve a balanced budget. 
Mr. Coffey stated that while there are some in the administration that want to achieve this goal there are some that continue spending. He stated that they have got to get a grip on the spending and hiring that this administration has been responsible for. 
Mrs. Benedetti stated that they can’t hire new positions when they have a frozen budget. 
There was a lengthy discussion about the unions and their issues with the insurance. 
Mr. Gahan made the point that when they make the vote tonight they are making the decision to spend the money from the other funds next year to cover the overage.
