Mr. Wilkinson stated that as mentioned the revenue last month was a little short but they did make it up. He reported that income was $1.5M, which includes the $127,000.00 of lien money that was recorded so they are back to operating inside of the budget.

1. Clark Dietz
Mr. Christmas – Silver Hills Lift Station – he reported that the contractor attempted another start-up and found that the pumps weren’t outputting exactly what they should have been based on the design. He stated that they have asked the contractor to do some additional troubleshooting to resolve this issue, so the station is running but it is running at a slightly reduced output. He added that they still need to compete the outstanding landscaping and other weather related items. Basin 13 – he reported that they are ready to advertise and will proceed as discussed at the last meeting. 
Mayor Gahan asked if he has any ideas of what the issue could be at Silver Hills. 

Mr. Christmas explained that there are always a lot of unknown factors with pumping systems that could influence the output. He stated that they went through a lot of these factors to try to determine where the issues. He added that the manufacture is going to be replacing the pumps to see if it is an issue with them not performing as they should. He explained that the reduced output is not going to cause an issue but they are going to keep troubleshooting until it is performing closer to what it should be.

Lift station startup meeting.  Flow is connected to wet well of lift station and existing gravity line has been connected to new gravity line.  Using the available sewage in the wet well we were able to verify that the system was getting power and that both pumps ran.  There was not enough sewage to continue testing the system, and the contractor did not have a water meter and hose for the hydrant to refill the wet well.  A second startup meeting was scheduled between the contractor and the inspector for ultimately 12/1/20.

It was brought to our attention that the provision for a water service and self-draining spigot was not included in the design. 

The SCADA technician arrived and tested the system manually to ensure that the alarms were being delivered to the computers at the treatment plant.  In the process we found out that the “PLC Fault” alarm had not yet been installed.  The technician was able to do the installation from the field and we were able to verify that this alarm was communicating with the treatment plant.  No other issues were encountered with the SCADA system.
