Mr. Christmas – Autumn Hills – he reported that the project is complete but he did include Change Order No. 1 in the amount of $4,842.29 to close out the project. He added that the additional cost was due to the small addition of Flexamat that they installed and driveway replacement. 

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the change order in the amount of $4,842.29, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor. 
Silver Hills – he reported that they have continued to investigate issues with pump operation but they weren’t able to ascertain a reason on-site. He stated that they suggested the use of temporary pumps so that they can pull the new pumps and perform additional testing on them back at the factory. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked if they pump company expects to carry the expenses of this. 

Mr. Christmas explained that assuming it isn’t an installation issue, which they haven’t found any evidence of, there would be no cost to the City.
