THE SEWER BOARD MEETING OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD VIA ZOOM.COM ON THURSDAY, MARCH 11, 2021 AT 9:15 A.M.  

PRESENT: Ed Wilkinson, member, Nathan Grimes, member and Mayor Gahan, President. 

ALSO PRESENT:  April Dickey, Linda Moeller, Wes Christmas, Rob Sartell, Larry Summers and Vicki Glotzbach
CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Grimes moved to approve the February 25, 2021 Regular Meeting Minutes, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
BIDS/CONTRACTS:
Basin 13 Lift Station Upgrade

E-Z Construction


$315,965.00
Mr. Sartell recommended that they take the bid under advisement to be reviewed by legal before they make a decision. 

Mr. Wilkinson moved to take the bid under advisement for review, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor. 

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Joshua Graham re: Waiver of tap fee request
Mr. Graham stated that he has been dealing with the Health Department for the last year regarding a septic tank and it took him that long to save up the money for the project. He explained that when he finally contacted the sewer department, he was told that it would cost him $3000.00 just to tap into the sewer and this is now the only thing holding the project up. He added that the Health Department has just informed him that if he doesn’t have a plan by next week, they will send out a five day evacuate notice. 
Mayor Gahan clarified that Mr. Graham is dealing with some hardship and can’t afford the tap-on fee for the sewers. He recommended putting Mr. Graham in touch with Mr. Gibson to possibly set him up on a payment plan.  
Mr. Graham stated that he would be grateful for any help they can give him with this. 

Mr. Grimes asked where the project is located. 

Mr. Graham replied Green Valley Road. 

Mr. Wilkinson asked Mr. Graham if he would be comfortable with $100 or $200 a month being added to his sewer bill every month. 

Mr. Graham stated that he is willing to do whatever he has to do at this point. He added that he starts his new job this Tuesday so he will make it work. 

Mr. Wilkinson stated that he would support him working with Mr. Gibson to come up with a payment plan to be added to his bill. He added that he is usually hesitant to do this type of thing but he knows this is an emergency that affects Mr. Graham’s life. 

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve Mr. Graham working with Mr. Gibson to agree to a monthly payment plan to be added to his sewer bill, Mr. Grimes second, motion carries. 

COMMUNICATIONS - PUBLIC:
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:
FINANCIAL REPORT:
Mr. Wilkinson reported that the revenue for the month was $1,030,000.00 and their expenses were $887,000.00 with approximately $500,000.00 in the bank. He added that everything else is quiet. 
TABLED ITEMS:

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Clark Dietz 

Mr. Christmas - Silver Hills – he reported that they continue to investigate as to why they aren’t pumping to the design capacity and the contractors are working with the pump manufacturer to troubleshoot any issues. He added that the station is running but they will continue to work with all parties to find the issue.  Autumn Hills – he reported that this closed this project out last month so they should be seeing the final invoices coming through soon. 
Mr. Sartell asked Mr. Christmas for an update on Monon Station and Villages of Valley View. 


Mr. Christmas – Monon Station – he reported that the developer contacted them and asked them to work on a revised design because the station that they had in place did not meet City standards. He stated that they are currently working on this so that they can get permits and equipment ordered as soon as possible, but it is in the preliminary stages. 

Mr. Summers asked if there was a way to find a gravity solution on this project before they continued with the pump. 

Mr. Christmas explained that the previous engineer looked at a couple of different options but when they contacted Clark Dietz, it was to design a station that was in compliance with their standard. 
Mr. Summers stated that when it was originally discussed, he believes it was stated that the City would ultimately prefer a gravity route if they could find something and he wanted to make sure that they did their due diligence on the gravity route before they moved on to the pump route. 

Mr. Christmas stated that he will meet with them on Friday afternoon and he can ask, but he doesn’t know offhand what they did internally with the previous engineer. 

Mr. Wilkinson asked if the lift station involves just one of the buildings or if it is the whole system. 


Mr. Christmas explained that the original design was set up for half of the development going to the lift station and the other half going out by gravity. He stated that what they were told is that they now plan to send all of the entire development to the lift station.  

Mr. Sartell asked if they are changing their plans, do they need to resubmit to IDEM. 

Mr. Christmas explained that is part of what they have been asked to do. 

Mr. Grimes stated that it sounds like everything has been installed already. 

Mr. Christmas explained that they have installed a portion of the gravity sewer and they will end up tying all the runs that go down the streets to the lift station. 

Mayor Gahan asked where the lift station is located. 


Mr. Christmas stated that it is currently planned to be in the rear north corner but they are still working through some access issues with that location. Villages of Valley View – he reported that this is a development off of Lawrence Banet Road and they were contacted by the developer who was having some issues with their design engineer being able to get it designed properly and permitted. He explained that they did revise the drawings with a packet of information submitted to IDEM that is in compliance with City standards and they are just waiting on that approval to come through. 
Mr. Grimes stated that he feels like the City standards are pretty clear and wanted to know if they have any idea what happened on these two projects where the original design engineers didn’t meet the standards. 

Mr. Christmas explained that the standards are very clear and he knows that Mr. Sartell and his staff directed the original engineer to review them for the Grant Line Road project, but apparently they completely disregarded that advice. He stated that with the Villages of Valley View project it seems that the engineer just didn’t follow the standards as well because he doesn’t see any real reason for this to happen. 

Mayor Gahan expressed concern about odor control with these lift stations and stated that if they aren’t careful it could cause issues in close quarters. He added that anything they can do to make sure this doesn’t happen on the front end, he would like to pursue. 

Mr. Christmas stated that is always something that they want to be aware of and more often than not, the odor tends to happen when they have long runs of force main discharging where sewerage can sit. He added that they want to size them so that they run frequently and they will be very short force mains. 
UTILITY REPORT:
Mr. Sartell reported that due to the most recent rain event they did experience an overflow at the Basin 13 Lift Station site. He explained that the pumps at the 120 pump station were not pumping to full capacity and that is what caused the overflow. He stated that they pulled the pumps to check the impellers as well as the check valves and found about 20 gallons of rags were in each one. He added that they have cleaned out two with one to go and then they will have the pump manufacturer come in for an inspection once they are done.  

Mr. Wilkinson stated that they need to work to get the manufactures to change the designation on the supposed disposable wipes because they are not disposable. 

Mr. Sartell stated that it is a nation-wide problem.
