THE SEWER BOARD MEETING OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD VIA ZOOM.COM ON THURSDAY, APRIL 8, 2021 AT 9:15 A.M.  

PRESENT: Ed Wilkinson, member, Nathan Grimes, member and Mayor Gahan, President.

CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Wilkinson mentioned that in proofing the minutes there was a section talking about the investment in the sewers over the years and stated that he has no problem including the additional $6M that was invested in storm water because it is all-inclusive and demonstrates the City’s willingness to spend the money required. He stated that this is investment into the City and people don’t recognize it because it is underground so they don’t see it. 

Mayor Gahan explained that the point he was trying to make during that section of the meeting was that the City is lucky to have this board. He stated that they bring lot of experience to the table and have been diligent about bringing the issues to the table and making sure the City stays on track. He added that he appreciates all of their work and across New Albany, the streets are so much cleaner as a result of knocking out these overflows and running the street sweepers. He stated that the combination of investments and efforts between the sewer, storm water and the support of the City Council regarding these investments is paying off by making the City more healthy and clean. 
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the March 25, 2021 Regular Meeting Minutes as amended, Mr. Grimes second, all voted in favor.

FINANCIAL REPORT:
Mr. Wilkinson reported that between the February and March monthly statement the difference is $10 in the waste water plant department on a budget/expenses of $900,000.00 per month. He added that they are at a $1400.00 difference from month-to-month so when he says things are pretty stable they are. He stated that the bond reserve deposit that they took out in 2016 in the amount of $665,000.00 has been returned to the sewer department. 
TABLED ITEMS:

OLD BUSINESS:
Mayor Gahan stated that Mr. Christmas wasn’t at the meeting last week and he wanted to give him a shout out for all of his work with the City. He added that when he got the call he didn’t know what to expect but they should have the letter in their box this morning regarding the termination of the sewer ban.  
Mr. Christmas thanked the Mayor and congratulated him and the City on this significant accomplishment. He stated that he has been happy to be involved in the process and has been waiting to get that letter for the last 20 years of his career and it is very exciting news. 

Mayor Gahan stated that as they work on plans for the next 20 years of the utility, he has his fingers crossed that President Biden will follow through with the new infrastructure plan because the City will be ready to make more improvements to the utility. 

Mr. Christmas stated that they are working on the plan and anticipate having a draft version in early May so they will be in position to take advantage of the infrastructure investment that the administration is planning to make.  
1. Clark Dietz 
Mr. Christmas – Silver Hills – he stated that they were looking into issues as to why they weren’t getting the anticipated pumping capacity out of the station and they have identified the problem. He explained that there was a conflict in the water lines that required the sewer to be installed at a higher elevation than on the plan and this accounted for the pumping difference. He informed the board that the reduced capacity doesn’t cause a concern with being able to handle the flow from the houses that are connected to the station, but it is below the recommended minimum 2 feet per second velocity. He stated that they proposed that the contractor program a scour cycle in the operations of the station that will facilitate making sure the force main is clear and he added that the contractor will be doing this at their expense. 

Mr. Grimes stated that it sounds like a good solution. 

Mr. Wilkinson agreed.
