THE SEWER BOARD MEETING OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD VIA ZOOM.COM ON THURSDAY, APRIL 22, 2021 AT 9:15 A.M.  

PRESENT: Ed Wilkinson, member, Nathan Grimes, member and Mayor Gahan, President.

CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.

Mr. Grimes moved to approve the April 8, 2021 Regular Meeting Minutes, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

1.  Approval of agreement with E-Z Construction for Basin 13 Lift Station Conversion

Mr. Sartell explained that this is the construction contract for the Basin 13 gravity relief station and he just needs a signature from the Mayor.

Mr. Wilkinson recognized that today is Earth Day and added that Senator Gaylord Nelson from Wisconsin sponsored the Earth Day Bill back in the 70’s. He stated that the City just completed their requirements and responsibilities under the Clean Water Act and is officially past the year mark without contaminating the water with spilled sewer water. He reported that New Albany is leading the surrounding areas with their participation in the goal for clean water/clean air through their diligence, effort and investment.  
Mayor Gahan stated that it is exciting to see what the City has done and he is very proud of all the work that everyone involved has done. 

Mr. Christmas added that they have received some correspondence on the technical side and it is now being handed over to the legal side, which can take a little time. He stated that they have acknowledged that the City has completed what was required of them. 

Mayor Gahan stated that he knows that they are all dedicated to continuing to improve and make the waste water utility even better and that is where he is as well. He added that just because the City is coming out from under this doesn’t mean they will slow down the investment to make it the best possible utility that they can.
