SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:
Mrs. Dickey presented a leak adjustment request for Deborah Moore in the amount of $1,036.80 and stated that the leak occurred under the landscaping in the front of the house so the water went into the yard.  She said that if affected three of her billings and the usage is back down to normal now.  Supporting documents are attached.
Mr. Grimes moved to approve, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
FINANCIAL REPORT:
Mr. Wilkinson reported that our revenue for the month was $1,211,000.00 and our expenses were $70,000.00 more than that but that was mainly insurance so we are paid ahead now.  He also reported that he is showing $200,000.00 in emergency repairs and about $100,000.00 is for two projects by Allterrain (Autumn Hills and Silver Hills), and the other $100,000.00 is for five different projects that Cristiani did.  He stated that we don’t usually have that much all in one month so that’s the only reason he mentioned it.  He said that it will work out fine for the year.  He said other than that, revenue is down about 3% and expenses are down almost 6% so we are well underbudget and in good shape.
