SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:
Mrs. Dickey presented an adjustment request for Harris Real Estate in the amount of $1,062.40 for a leak in the main line entering the building from the front. She explained that the water went into the basement/cellar, the leak was repaired by Greenwell Plumbing and consumption is back down to normal. Supporting documents are attached. 
Mr. Wilkinson stated that he is always surprised when they have a sump pump or drain in the floor and the water goes somewhere else. 
Mrs. Dickey stated that a lot of this has to do with lack of knowledge regarding where the water goes and the inner workings of how the system is designed. 

Mr. Grimes expressed concern that this went to a sump pump and was still connected to the sewer. 
Mrs. Dickey stated that Greenwell Plumbing didn’t mention anything like that during their work. 

Mr. Grimes stated that maybe they pumped it out of the basement or cellar and suggested tabling the item in order to get more information.
