Mr. Grimes moved to approve the June 10, 2021 Regular Meeting Minutes, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Sartell presented quotes for the Vincennes Street project and explained that this is for 225’ of 8” sewer in front of the high school. He added that Mr. Wallace is present to answer any questions they may have. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked what is happening with the manhole. 

Mr. Wallace stated that they are resetting the casting and replacing a couple of donuts.
Mr. Summers asked if there was evidence of undermining around that pipe. 

Mr. Wallace explained that last month they replaced about 70’ and they did it the way they did because a camera fell into a void and they had to dig it up. He stated that they televised the rest of the line because there was a water main break a couple of winters back. 
Mr. Summers stated that the City still hasn’t been compensated for the repair that they had to do on the street at this location. He added that if they can connect this project to it he would not be opposed to sending that bill along with a bill for this project through legal to IN-AWC. 
Mr. Grimes moved to accept the quote from Dan Cristiani contingent upon following up with legal regarding the unpaid, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 

Mr. Summers asked that as the work progresses and the line is televised they thoroughly document the conditions to ensure that they can tie it to the water main break. 
Mr. Sartell stated that they will direct Cristiani to video the work that is being done to verify what is underground.
