CALL TO ORDER:
Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Grimes moved to approve the June 24, 2021 Regular Meeting Minutes, Mr. Wilkinson second, motion carries. 
BIDS/CONTRACTS:
1. Rob Sartell re: Quotes for CCTV Truck

502 Equipment

Mr. Sartell stated that the lowest bid for the new truck is from 502 Equipment and if they have any questions Mick Wallace is on the call to answer them. 

Mr. Wilkinson ask what the issues are with the current truck and if it was the truck or parts on the truck. 

Mr. Sartell explained that the camera is ten years old and they have been having mechanical issues with them. 

Mr. Wilkinson asked about the full refurb and what that consists of. 

Mr. Wallace explained that the main difference with the partial refurb is that they would keep the existing cabinetry and the total refurb would be taking everything out and starting over. He added that he believes a partial refurb would work on this project and added that they both include a new generator. 

Mr. Wilkinson asked if they have come up with a silencer for the generators on the truck. 
Mr. Wallace stated that they aren’t terribly noisy. 

Mr. Wilkinson asked if anyone knows how many miles they put on those trucks per year. 

Mr. Wallace stated that the current truck is 2011 and it has ~43,000 miles. He added that it is more the generator running and wear on that than anything. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked about the differences in the equipment between the two companies. 

Mr. Wallace stated that the biggest difference is that the Proteus is more user friendly all around. 

Mr. Wilkinson asked if this truck is part of the relining project. 

Mr. Sartell replied no and stated that it is a standalone CCTV truck. He added that the only downside to getting a new truck there will be a lag time because of the chip shortage, but it will not affect their operations. He stated that his personal recommendation would be to go with the Proteus due to the functionality of the equipment and compatibility of its computer system. 
Mr. Wilkinson stated that if they are going to get better service out of a new set of equipment he doesn’t have an issue with changing equipment, as long as it is reliable. 
Mr. Grimes stated that he would suggest going with the partial refurb for $131,977.00 or the full refurb for $123,496.00 based on whichever Mr. Sartell and Mr. Wallace prefer. 

Mr. Sartell stated that based on the turnaround time and functionality of the new camera, the 502 quote at $131,977.00 would be the best. 

Mr. Wallace agreed with Mr. Sartell. 

Mr. Grimes moved to approve the quote from 502 Equipment for a Partial Refurb at $131,977.00, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Mary Austin -  Silver Hills -  she reported that they have wrapped up everything on the punch list with the exception of a couple of outstanding technical issues that will be addressed as soon as they can get out to address them. She stated that they were informed that APC is not an authorized installer for the water service line so they will need to subcontract with another contractor to get that work done. 
UTILITY REPORT:
Mr. Sartell presented the following Wastewater Monthly Report for April 2021:
Influent / Effluent Quality  
The treatment plant was in full compliance for the month of April. 
Pretreatment
- There were 28 grease trap inspections submitted.
- An Informal Notice was issued to Versa Designed Surfaces for exceeding their daily CBOD limit.
- An Informal Notice was issued to Hitachi for exceeding their Oil and Grease limit during their annual sampling. 
- Annual sampling and facility inspection took place at Hitachi.  

Facililty Operations
- 141 dry tons of bio solids were removed from the WWTP.
- The WWTP was at 46% of its Total Suspended Solids design limit and at 29% of its CBOD design limit. 
- There were 3.98 inches of rain for the month

Preventative and Unscheduled Maintenance
205 preventative work orders were completed and 18 corrective work orders were completed for the WWTP and Lift Stations
Highlights
- Maintenance cleaned floats and transducers at Mosier Knob, The Pines, Crystal Creek and Villas lift stations. 
- Maintenance replaced both belts on #3 and #4 Sludge Thickener Pumps.   
- Maintenance replaced broken coupling on the #4 Return Activated Sludge Pump (RAS).  
- BMV Electric replaced bad wiring and relays on controls to pumps #1 and #2 at Silver Hills lift station. 
- BMV Electric replaced the cooling fan and control card to the #1 Intermediate Pump VFD.
